	RECOMMENDATION


The State Board of Education’s (SBE) Screening Committee recommends that the SBE appoint new members to the Advisory Commission on Charter Schools (ACCS) and reappoint selected current members to an additional term.

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The SBE appoints members to the ACCS pursuant to Education Code Section 47634.2(b) and State Board Policy 01-04. The SBE appoints eight of the members to two-year terms on a calendar-year basis. The ninth member of the ACCS, who is appointed by the SBE, represents the State Superintendent of Public Instruction (SSPI) and is designated by the SSPI. Individuals may be re-appointed to subsequent terms on the ACCS without limit. The ACCS shall include, but is not limited to representatives from school district superintendents, charter schools, teachers, parents (guardians), members of the governing boards of school districts, and county superintendents of schools. A single individual may represent more than one group.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


There are four open positions on the ACCS representing the following constituencies: county superintendents of schools, parents (guardians), and two positions representing charter schools. Twenty-one applications were received for consideration. On December 17, 2008, a screening committee of three SBE members met to review updated applications from two existing ACCS members and to interview 12 additional applicants. Attachment 1 contains the screening committee’s recommendations for appointment to the ACCS.
	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


Members of the ACCS serve without pay but are reimbursed for authorized travel costs according to established California Department of Education procedures.
