The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) appoint members to the Title I Committee of Practitioners (COP).
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


At the November 2008 SBE meeting, the SBE adjusted the number of COP members from 30 to 19 representing the following categories:

· Administrators (7 positions)

· Teachers, including vocational educators (4 positions)

· Parents (3 positions)

· Members of local school boards (3 positions)

· Representatives of private school children (1 position)

· Pupil services personnel (1 position)

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The COP is a federally-mandated advisory committee whose primary function is to advise the SBE by reviewing any state rules, regulations, and policies relating to Title I of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act in order to ensure that they conform to the purposes of Title I. Currently, all terms of the COP have expired. 

On December 16, 2008, the SBE screening committee met to consider the applications received. However, the screening committee was concerned that not all categories had full representation. Under the direction of the screening committee, the application process was re-opened. The SBE screening committee is scheduled to meet March 5, 2009, and their recommendations for appointment to the Title I COP will be brought forward to the SBE in an Item Addendum.

	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


The COP is federally funded. Committee members do not receive compensation, but are reimbursed for travel related expenses to attend meetings.
