State Board of Education (SBE) staff recommends that the SBE appoint the candidate identified in the Item Addendum, who has been interviewed and recommended by the SBE Screening Committee, to fill the vacant seat on the Curriculum Development and Supplemental Materials Commission (Curriculum Commission).
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The SBE appoints 13 of the 16 public members of the Curriculum Commission to 

four-year terms. An individual may serve only one full term on the Curriculum Commission; 

a member may be reappointed if he or she was initially appointed to fill a vacancy of less 
than three years.
The term of office of one current member of the Curriculum Commission expired on December 31, 2008. By law, the SBE is to make its appointments such that the Curriculum Commission has at least seven classroom or mentor teachers. 

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


An invitation for applications for the vacancy on the Curriculum Commission was widely circulated both in hard copy and electronically. Tuesday, February 17, 2009, was the deadline for receipt of applications.
	FISCAL ANALYSIS 


There are relatively minor costs associated with the participation of individual Curriculum Commission members at meetings and other activities associated with development of curriculum frameworks and adoption of instructional materials. Funding for these costs is part of the base state operations (administrative) budget for the California Department of 
	FISCAL ANALYSIS (Cont.)


Education (CDE). The CDE incurs travel and per diem costs, and local educational agencies that employ commissioners are required to pay the cost of substitute teachers.
