	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


In the past, the State Board of Education (SBE) has approved waivers to allow school districts to provide the required minimum amount of time in fewer days during the extended school year for special education students, resulting in a reduction in the number of days of ADA.

Extended school year is the term for the education of the special education student “between the close of one academic year and the beginning of the next,” similar to a summer school. The difference is that if the student’s individualized education program (IEP) requires an extended school year, the district is required to offer the schooling, unlike most summer schools.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The Chino Valley Unified School District waiver request states that the requested change will allow “better opportunities to mainstream and is more convenient for parents with children in both programs with regard to transportation and schedules.”

California Code of Regulations, Title 5 (5 CCR) Section 3043 requires a district to provide extended school year services to a student who has unique needs and requires special education services and related services in excess of the regular school academic year as defined. 5 CCR Section 3043(d) requires that the program be 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


provided for a minimum of 20 instructional days, typically for 4 hours each day (see below).

Extended year special education shall be the same length of time as the school day for students of the same age level attending summer school in the district in which the extended year program is provided, but not less than the minimum school day for that age unless otherwise specified in the IEP to meet a student’s unique needs.

The California Department of Education recommends that this waiver be approved on the condition that the district provide, within 16 days of increased minutes, the time equal to that normally provided in 20 days as required by 5 CCR Section 3043(g)(1). In addition, with this waiver, the district may only claim special education ADA reimbursement for 16 days.
Demographic Information: The District is located in an urban area of San Bernardino County, and has a total student population of 33,047, 3,354 of whom receive special education services.
