That: 1) the district will be allowed to use California High School Exit Examination (CAHSEE) Intensive Instruction and Services funds per Education Code (EC) Section 37254 for “at risk” students below grade eleven in addition to grade twelve, grade eleven, and post high school students; 2) the district will comply with all assurances in EC 37254 (d) for the students; 3) the district will adequately support students in grades eleven and twelve before using CAHSEE Intensive Instruction and Services funding for other grades; and 4) EC 33051(b) (formerly 33051(c)) will apply.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The State Board of Education (SBE) has not previously heard a waiver of this EC.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The Long Beach Unified School District requests a waiver from the specific requirement in portions of EC 37254 (c) and (d)(1) regarding the meaning of “eligible” pupils. 
To do so they request the word eligible be removed in reference to pupils in the language relating to the pupil for purposes of using the CAHSEE Intensive Instruction and Services funds, and the required evaluation. 
However, the word is not waived in the other provisions of 37254 on how the funds are calculated, and the reporting requirements. Therefore, the district will not receive additional funds with this waiver, and will continue to report only eligible students served. See the attached EC 37254 (c) and (d)(1) citation for specific strike outs.
The CAHSEE is not given until tenth grade. Often students can be identified for 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


potential failure before they ever take the CAHSEE. The waiver will also still require that all pupils served in the program be given a diagnostic assessment to determine their specific area of need. The Long Beach Unified School District would like to prevent, as much as possible, that failure from occurring by providing intervention to students at risk below grade eleven. 
The California Department of Education recommends approval of this waiver with the above conditions.
