	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) remove 38 Supplemental Educational Services (SES) providers from the approved 2007–2009, 2008–2010, and 2009–2011 lists who have failed to submit the required 2008–09 SES Accountability Report, pursuant to the California Code of Regulations, Title 5 (5 CCR) Section 13075.3 (Attachment 1). Further CDE recommends that the SBE allows six SES providers to correct their submitted 2008–09 Accountability Report by December 7, 2009 (Attachment 2).
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


In 2008–09, the SBE approved a total of 202 SES providers for a two-year period 
(July 1, 2009, through June 30, 2011), and removed a total of 98 providers who failed to submit an Accountability Report from the list of previously approved SES providers. 

Previous to that, the SBE approved 68 SES providers for the 2008–2010 list, 196 for the 2007–2009 list, 18 for the 2006–2008 list, and 263 for the 2005–2007 list.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


This is the third time that CDE has recommended removing SES providers that failed to complete the required annual SES Accountability Report from the list of approved SES providers. Federal law for SES requires that a state educational agency monitor and evaluate approved SES providers in accordance with the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA), Title I, Part A, Section 1116, (e)(4)(B). 5 CCR Section 13075.3 requires that approved SES providers submit an annual SES Accountability Report to the CDE by October 1 at the end of each of the two years of SBE approval or be subject to removal from the approved list of SES providers. The report is submitted online by providers and is an annual status report on the programmatic and academic quality of the SES services.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


Although the 2007–2009 SBE-approved list of SES providers has expired, to establish an ineligibility period, we are required to recommend removal of those providers that failed to submit the annual Accountability Report relating to their cycle of service. In accordance with 5 CCR Section 13075.2(c)(3), terminated SES providers are not eligible to reapply for SES in the next two application cycles. Twenty-two 2007–2009 SES providers are ineligible to apply to provide SES services until the 2011 application cycle; four of these SES providers are on the SBE-approved list for 2009–2011 and must also be removed from that list. Likewise, the 16 SES providers on the 2008–2010 list are ineligible to apply to provide SES services until 2012 application cycle.

On June 24, 2009, CDE staff held an SES Accountability Report Webinar to inform providers of the content of the Accountability Report and give detailed information and instructions as technical assistance for providers completing the report. The archive of the Webinar was posted at the CDE SES Web page located at http://www.cde.ca.gov/ta/ac/ti/supplemental.asp. The SES Accountability Report Web page was opened for the submission of the 2008–2009 report on July 3, 2009. Providers were sent the first of five e-mails to their self-reported SES contact to instruct and support the successful completion of the SES Accountability Report. 

The first e-mail notification, sent on July 3, 2009, included information on the Accountability Report Web page opening, instructions for completion of the report, an Excel spreadsheet template with specific instructions on the process to upload Excel files of student data (Attachment 3). An e-mail, generated by the online system, also sent on July 3, 2009, contained the provider specific password required to log on to the Accountability Report Web page. Additional e-mail notifications, sent on August 14, 2009, and September 4, 2009, were reminders of the October 1 deadline and included the same instructions which were included in the July 3, 2009 e‑mail (Attachment 3). Finally, a fifth e-mail with the same instruction information previously provided, as well as extensive additional technical assistance to support successful submission of a complete report, was sent on September 25, 2009 (Attachment 3). The SES Accountability Report Web page closed on October 1, 2009, at 5 p.m. On October 23, 2009, SES providers recommended for removal were notified that action will be taken by the SBE at its November meeting (Attachment 4). After the SBE takes action at their November 2009 meeting, six SES providers will have the opportunity to correct their submitted report (Attachment 2). The deadline for data correction is December 7, 2009.
	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


There is no fiscal impact to the state. A local educational agency (LEA) contracts with SBE-approved SES providers to provide free tutoring to students enrolled in Program Improvement schools in Years 2 through 5. LEAs receiving Title I funds are required to set aside up to 20 percent of their Title I allocation to pay for SES.

The CDE staff have completed their review of the SES 2008-2009 Accountability Report and provided an opportunity for clarification and correction of required data submitted by providers. At the November SBE meeting action will be taken to remove your SES provider organization from the 2007-2009 and 2008-2010 SBE approved lists for failure to submit or correct the required 2008-2009 SES Accountability Report.
As you are aware, local educational agencies (LEAs) must ensure that students who are currently receiving SES from a provider identified on the removal list continue to receive services, notify parents which providers have been removed, and update their local Web site.
