	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) rescind its prior action terminating the status of The Boys and Girls Club of the Peninsula (BGCP) as an SBE-approved Supplemental Educational Services (SES) provider for 2007-2009. 

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


At the January 2009 SBE meeting, the SBE approved the removal of 35 SES providers from the 2006-2008 and 2007-2009 lists due to failure to submit the required 2007-08 SES Accountability Report or submission of an incomplete report pursuant to the California Code of Regulations, Title 5, Section 13075.3. BGCP was one of the 35 providers removed. 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


BGCP’s submission of the SES Accountability Report through the online system and the subsequent electronic file submitted contained a data processing error, which resulted in an incomplete report. BGCP took the initiative to work with CDE to resolve the data issue in an effort to satisfy the regulatory requirements. It has been resolved, and CDE recommends BGCP’s reinstatement as a SES provider. 

SES, a program required by the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA) Title I, Part A, Section 1116(e), offers academic tutoring by SBE-approved providers outside the regular school day for low-income students enrolled in Title I schools that are in their second year or beyond of Program Improvement (PI). The purpose of the SES program is to augment the PI schools’ program of instruction to help eligible students achieve proficiency on California’s state academic content standards. 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


Federal law requires that a state educational agency establish objective criteria that measures the record of effectiveness of approved SES providers in increasing the 

academic proficiency of students in accordance with the ESEA, Title I, Part A, Section 1116, (e)(4)(B). California Code of Regulations, Title 5, Section 13075.3 requires that approved SES providers submit an annual report to the CDE by October 1. SES providers are subject to removal from the approved list of SES providers after two years 

if there is no improvement in student achievement, failure to submit an annual report, or submission of an incomplete annual report. The annual report is submitted online by providers and is a status report on the programmatic and academic quality of the SES services.

The approval period for the 2009 Request for Application (RFA) began July 1, 2009, through June 30, 2011. The restoration of BGCP to approval status would make it eligible to submit a 2009 RFA for review. If the application for BGCP meets the criteria for approval, it would be recommended to SBE in January 2010. ESEA Section 1116(e) and provision 34 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Section 200.48(C)(d)(2)(i)(B)(3) requires local educational agencies (LEAs) to provide a minimum of two enrollment windows at separate times in the school year to enable parents/guardians to make informed decisions about requesting SES. Therefore, BGCP could participate in the second enrollment window, as determined by the LEA, for SES selection.  

	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


There is no fiscal impact to the state. A LEA contracts with SBE-approved SES providers to provide free tutoring to students enrolled in PI schools in Years 2 through 5, using ESEA Title I, Part A funds.

Federal revenues are apportioned to LEAs to support the use of SES. LEAs must spend an amount equal to a minimum of 5 percent and a maximum of 20 percent of Title I, Part A allocation for SES, unless a lesser amount is needed. Other funds may be used to meet this requirement to support SES.
