	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The SBE appointed members to serve on the ACSE at the September 2008 board meeting. 

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The ACSE provides recommendations and advice to the SBE, the State Superintendent of Public Instruction, the Legislature, and the Governor in new or continuing areas of research, program development and evaluation in California special education. 

The ACSE consists of appointed members from the Speaker of the Assembly, Senate Committee on Rules, Governor, and the SBE. The membership consists of parents, persons with disabilities, persons knowledgeable about the administration of special education, teachers, and legislative representation from the Assembly and Senate. 

The SBE is the appointing authority for five of the 15 statutorily defined public members. Three of the five members appointed by the SBE shall be parents of pupils in either a public or private school who have received or are currently receiving special education services due to a disabling condition, and one of the three members appointed by the SBE shall be a representative of the charter school community. 

	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


The proposed 2009-2010 California Department of Education budget includes $78,476 for in-state travel expenses for the ACSE and the Secretary to the ACSE.
