State Board of Education (SBE) staff recommends the State Board of Education make appointments to various California Subject Matter Project Advisory Boards as indicated on Attachment 1.

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


Staff research on prior appointments indicates the last SBE appointments to the Subject Matter Projects were made some time prior to 1999.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


 California Education Code (EC) Section 99200 established the Subject Matter Projects  to (1) develop and enhance teachers’ subject matter and content knowledge; (2) develop and enhance teachers’ instructional strategies to improve student learning and academic performance; (3) provide teachers with instructional strategies for working with English learners; (4) Provide teachers with access to and opportunity to examine current research that is linked to improved student learning and achievement on standards aligned assessments and English language development assessments; (5) maintain subject-specific professional communities that create and encourage ongoing opportunities for teacher learning and research; and (6) develop and deploy as teacher leaders, teachers with demonstrated levels of expertise in the classroom and certifiable levels of content knowledge.

 Each of the Subject Matter Projects has an advisory board established to do the following: (1) set guidelines for project sites; (2) review and recommend site proposals for funding; (3) monitor project activities to ensure that they adequately reflect the priorities of the project and that projects comply with the requirements of law; (4) perform other duties as may be determined by the rules and regulations adopted by the Subject Matter Projects Concurrence Committee. The State Board has two

representatives on the Concurrence Committee. Those appointments are made by the State Board president.

EC Section 99202(b)(5) authorizes the State Board of Education to appoint two representatives to each Subject Matter Project, one of whom should be a classroom teacher in the subject area addressed by the project. The nominees listed in Attachment 1 were recommended by the Executive Director of the California Subject Matter Projects.
