	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) repeal the following waiver policy: Adult Education Innovation and Alternative Instruction Delivery Program: Percentage of Block Entitlement, Waiver Policy # 02-01.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The SBE often formally adopts waiver policies to assist staff in reviewing and recommending action to the Board, primarily as guidance to place certain waivers on the SBE Waiver Consent Calendar. Customarily, SBE waiver policies have been repealed when they are no longer utilized or when changes in statute render them obsolete.
Repealing a SBE Waiver Policy does not prevent a waiver from being requested by a local educational agency (LEA); however, in this case, the waiver is no longer necessary. 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The SBE approved the policy in March 2002 to allow an LEA to request an increase from five to seven percent of their annual block entitlement to implement an Innovation and Alternative Instruction Delivery Program through a waiver of EC 52522(b).
However, Assembly Bill 1163 added Education Code (EC) 52522(c) in September 2008 to allow LEAs that receive the Adult Education block entitlement to expend more than 5 percent, but no more than 15 percent, of its adult block entitlement on Innovation and Alternative Instruction Delivery Programs; since the new law allows LEAs to spend significantly more than the seven percent maximum identified in the waiver policy # 02-01, this policy is no longer necessary.
