	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve the revised definition of Corrective Action 6 and the template for documentation of local educational agencies (LEAs) in Program Improvement (PI) Corrective Action.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


In May 2009, the SBE reviewed actions taken to date for LEAs in PI Corrective Action including updates and actions taken at SBE meetings from March 2008 forward. SBE members indicated an interest in understanding what LEAs were reviewing in order to measure academic achievement. As a result, it was suggested that the SBE’s assessment and accountability liaisons work with CDE staff to create a rubric to address the SBE’s concerns.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Revised LEA Plans for all LEAs in PI Corrective Action reflect implementation of Corrective Action 6, and District Assistance and Intervention Team (DAIT) recommendations where applicable, and are posted by the LEA and linked to the CDE LEA Plans for LEAs in PI Year 3 Web page at http://www.cde.ca.gov/ta/ac/ti/leaplanpiyr3.asp.

The template for documentation of LEAs in PI Corrective Action with Intensive Technical Assistance is provided in Attachment 1. In Part I of this attachment, LEAs that have been assigned intensive technical assistance are asked in Section A to report on their progress on each of the four required items in Corrective Action 6 and in Section B to report on any DAIT recommendations organized by DAIT areas. Part II of this attachment is a template and sample summary of LEA student achievement data.

 SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)_______________________________________
Space is provided for an LEA to report on local collection and use of formative student assessment data. LEAs are not expected to initiate new formative assessment activities but are asked only to report on current use of curriculum embedded assessments, other formative assessments, and district measures to track student achievement. 
Currently, there are a total of eight LEAs that are receiving intensive technical assistance with an SBE assigned DAIT. They are: Greenfield Union Elementary, Monterey County; Arvin Union Elementary, Kern County; West Fresno Elementary, Fresno County; Ravenswood City Elementary, San Mateo County; Keppel Union Elementary, Los Angeles County; Fairfax Elementary, Kern County; Coachella Valley Unified, Riverside County; and Parlier Unified, Fresno County. 
Potential Implications of Assembly Bill X4 2 in LEAs in PI Year 3 Corrective Action 
ABX4 2 (Chapter 2, Statutes of 2009-10 Fourth Extraordinary Session), signed on 
July 28, 2009, amends Education Code (EC) Section 60422.1 to provide LEAs with flexibility in the timing of local adoptions until 2012-13. In addition, California EC Section 52055.60(a) allows LEAs flexibility in the use of funds under California EC Section 42605, allowing LEAs in PI Year 3 Corrective Action flexibility for how funds in identified sections are used. 
Both California EC sections 60422.1(a) and 52055.60 have implications for implementation of Corrective Action 6 required of all LEAs in PI Year 3 as defined in the March 2008 SBE Item 21.
The SBE could potentially invoke one or more of the sanctions in California EC Section 52055.57(c):

1. Replace LEA personnel who are relevant to the failure to make adequate yearly progress.

2. Remove schools from the jurisdiction of the LEA and establish alternative arrangements for the governance and supervision of those schools.

3. Appoint a receiver or trustee to administer the affairs of the LEA in place of the county superintendent of schools and the governing board.

4. Abolish or restructure the LEA.
5. Authorize pupils to transfer from a school operated by the LEA to a higher performing school operated by another LEA, and providing those pupils with transportation to those schools, in conjunction with carrying out not less than one additional action described under this paragraph.

SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)_______________________________________
6. Institute and fully implement a new curriculum that is based on state academic content and achievement standards, including providing appropriate professional development based on scientifically based research for all relevant staff that offers substantial promise of improving educational achievement for high-priority pupils. (Note: This sanction has been applied to all LEAs identified thus far for PI Year 3.)
7. Defer programmatic funds or reduce administrative funds.

The SBE could, as recommended by the CDE, modify the definition of sanction six which was provided in March 2008. (Note: Italics indicate new text proposed and strikethroughs indicate deleted text.)
· Instituting a new curriculum will require LEAs to provide complete sets of the most recent appropriate SBE-adopted kindergarten through grade eight (K-8) and standards-aligned nine through twelve (9-12) core and intervention materials to all students, and to ensure the use of such materials full implementation of the SBE adoption/standards-aligned instructional materials in every classroom. A LEA will only be required to purchase new materials if those currently in use are not the most recent mathematics (2007) or English/language arts (2008) instructional materials or are not complete.

· Providing appropriate professional development based on scientifically-based research for all relevant staff can be met by ensuring that all teachers participate in Senate Bill (SB) 472 or Assembly Bill (AB) 466 Mathematics and Reading Professional Development Programs, including SB 472 institute and practica and that all school principals and vice principals participate in AB 430 or AB 75 Administrator Training Programs in the adopted English/language arts and mathematics materials in use in their schools. materials-based professional development which meets the general description of Senate Bill (SB) 472 and/or Assembly Bill (AB) 430 from whatever funding sources are allowable. 
· Full implementation of the curriculum can be ensured by fully implementing the nine Essential Program Components (EPCs) for instructional success, in particular, attending to the instructional needs of English learners, students with disabilities and other high-priority students. While many schools and LEAs are familiar with the EPCs, as measured in grade-span Academic Program Surveys, staff analyses of state-monitored schools suggest that few schools are substantially or fully implementing the EPCs or fully implementing a curriculum. 

· Improving educational achievement can be satisfied by demonstrating improvement across four measures: percentage of Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) targets met, percentage of Title 1 schools in the LEA that are not in PI, relative growth in the Academic Performance Index (API) over time, and relative API performance.
