The SBE approved the original criteria and requirements for the ATP training providers and training curricula at the January 2006 meeting.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The ATP requires the SBE to approve all program training providers and their training curricula. Applications to become SBE-approved providers are reviewed using 
SBE-adopted criteria. The criteria are in the document titled Module 1: Leadership and Support of Student Instructional Programs Administrator Training Program (ATP) AB 430 content Areas 2, 3, and 4, which is located at http://www.cde.ca.gov/pd/ai/tg/documents/atpmodule1.doc. 
With the passage of SBX3 4, state ATP funds have been given flexibility; however, federal Title II funds for this program have not. The No Child Left Behind Act of 2001, Section 2113 (c)(1)(A)(ii) requires "…principals have the instructional leadership skills to help teachers teach and students learn" (20 USC 6613 [c][1][A][ii]). The                                                                                                                            Budget Act authorizes the use of Title II state level activity dollars to assist principals in developing these skills. 

The Commission on Teacher Credentialing regulations require the SBE to approve the providers for the ATP to be a viable option for new administrators to clear their preliminary credential.

Three providers are recommended for approval.

	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


Approval of the providers and curricula does not directly result in the expenditure of any funds. There are state costs associated with the review of submissions by prospective training providers, which vary depending on the number of reviews.
