	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


In May 2009, the SBE received preliminary 2007-08 annual assessment test results on the California English Language Development Test (CELDT). The CDE reported that 2008-09 initial identification and combined annual assessment and initial identification results will be available to districts in October 2009 and reported at the November 2009 SBE meeting.
In November 2008, the SBE received the 2007-08 initial identification and combined annual assessment and initial identification summary results.

Initial identification and Combined Summary Results for 2008-09

Summary results for 2008-09 CELDT Edition administered for initial identification will be available on the CDE DataQuest Web page at http://data1.cde.ca.gov/dataquest/ in October 2009. Combined results for annual assessment and initial identification also will be available. The comprehensive results for 2008-09, including initial identification assessments conducted through June 30, 2009, will be reported at the November 2009 SBE meeting.

packet, Understanding and Using Individual 2009–10 Results: Assistance for School District and School Staff, provides districts and schools information on reporting and using results, understanding the local reclassification process, and ensuring that English learners with disabilities have appropriate test variations, accommodations, modifications, and/or alternate assessments to demonstrate their progress toward English language proficiency. 
The second assistance packet, Communicating Individual Results with Parents and Guardians: Resources for Use by School Districts and Schools, provides districts and schools a parent/guardian guide to the CELDT, sample notification letters, sample student performance reports, and resources to school district and school administrators and/or staff as they prepare special mailings and other communications about CELDT results for parents and guardians. 
2009-10 Trainings for District Coordinators 
Scoring Training of Trainers workshops will be conducted August 4 – 13, 2009, in Stockton, Redwood City, Long Beach, and San Diego. These make-up workshops are provided to individuals who will be trainers of test examiners during the 2009-10 school year. The test examiners are responsible for administering and scoring the CELDT locally. 

Educational Data Systems provides monthly online trainings called CELDT Live! These online trainings offer detailed information to CELDT District Coordinators about the administration and implementation of the CELDT program. Over 140 people participated in the July CELDT Live! training. All CELDT Live! trainings are archived on the CELDT Web page maintained by Educational Data Systems at www.celdt.org/workshops/live.
