	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) take action as deemed necessary and appropriate.

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


At its March 2008 meeting, the SBE directed the CDE to develop regulations under subdivisions (c) through (j) of California Education Code (EC) Section 47607 regarding charter school revocation and the revocation appeal process.

At its May 2009 meeting, the SBE directed the CDE to develop regulations under EC Section 47605.8 that would require petitioners who propose to operate a charter school of statewide benefit to notify the county and district superintendents of each county and district in which the charter school will operate.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The CDE is developing proposed regulations in the following three areas related to charter schools:

· The charter school revocation appeal process specified in subdivisions (c) through (j) of EC Section 47607. In response to direction from the SBE, the CDE is now expanding the scope of these regulations to include the revocation process for SBE-authorized charter schools, including charter schools authorized by the SBE on appeal and charter schools of statewide benefit.

· The revocation of charter schools under EC Section 47604.5. This section of the statute states: “The State Board of Education, whether or not it is the authority that granted the charter, may, based upon the recommendation of the Superintendent of Public Instruction, take appropriate action, including, but not limited to, revocation of the school’s charter, when the SBE finds any of the

following: (a) gross financial mismanagement that jeopardizes the financial stability of the charter school; (b) illegal or substantially improper use of charter school funds for the personal benefit of any officer, director, or fiduciary of the charter school; (c) substantial and sustained departure from measurably successful practices such that continued departure would jeopardize the educational development of the school’s pupils.

· Notification of county and district boards of education for the establishment of charter schools of statewide benefit. Per direction of the SBE at its July 2008 meeting, the CDE has begun drafting proposed notification regulations, per EC Section 47605.8. The CDE plans to present these proposed regulations to the SBE at its November 2009 meeting. 

The Advisory Commission on Charter Schools will discuss the plan related to the rulemaking process for all of the above proposed regulations at its August 25, 2009, meeting.
