Item 6: Education Code Sections Requested to be Waived:  (Language to be waived is strikeout.)

47605. (a) (1) Except as set forth in paragraph (2), a petition for the establishment of a charter school within a school district may be circulated by one or more persons seeking to establish the charter school.  A petition for the establishment of a charter school shall identify a single charter school that will operate within the geographic boundaries of that school district.  A charter school may propose to operate at multiple sites within the school district, as long as each location is identified in the charter school petition. The petition may be submitted to the governing board of the school district for review after either of the following conditions are met…..

47605. (a) (5)  A charter school that is unable to locate within the jurisdiction of the chartering school district may establish one   site(s) outside the boundaries of the school district, but within the county in which that school district is located, if the school district within the jurisdiction of which the charter school proposes to operate is notified in advance of the charter petition approval, the county superintendent of schools and the Superintendent are notified of the location of the charter school before it commences operations, and either of the following circumstances exist:

  (A) The school has attempted to locate a single site or facility to house the entire program, but a site or facility is unavailable in the area in which the school chooses to locate.

  (B) The site is needed for temporary use during a construction or expansion project. 

Item 7: Reason For Waiver Request

In order to streamline local agency operations to allow TFSCS to use their resources in one location, rather than multiple locations, we hereby request a waiver of Education Code Section 47605(a)(1 ) and 47605(a)( 5).

Today’s Fresh Start Charter School (TFSCS) received a Proposition 55 Facilities Grant from the California Department of Education to purchase and rehabilitate a facility located at 3405 W. Imperial Highway, Inglewood, CA 90304 (approximately 2 ½ acres of land with a 66,000 square foot building located thereon).  TFSCS will be rehabilitating this facility to house the children who are located in their facilities at four (4) small sites: 

Three (3) sites are located within the boundaries of the Los Angeles Unified School District that will be effected and one (1) site located in the Compton Unified School District. 

2255 W. Adams Blvd      [60 students]

6422 Crenshaw Blvd      [40 students]

2811 W. 54th Street         [150 students]

2301 E. Rosecrans Ave. [80 students] (Compton Unified School District)

Today’s Fresh Start Charter School is conducting on site classes at each of the above four locations under a charter authorized by the Los Angeles County Board of Education. 

We are requesting a waiver of Education Code Sections 47605 (a) (1) and 47605 (a) (5). These Education Code sections limit a charter school to operate at only one (1) site outside of the boundaries of its authorizer and at multiple sites within the boundaries of its authorizer. Today’s 
Fresh Start has been granted by the Inglewood Unified School District and wishes to conduct its classes in the new Inglewood facility (3405 West Imperial Highway – Inglewood, CA) for a limited period under the Inglewood charter. Today’s Fresh Start has made a diligent search for additional classroom sites within the Inglewood District boundaries, but has not been able to locate any additional classrooms to house the children currently enrolled. The new site will be remodeled with the Proposition 55 grant funds and therefore, the waiver will be needed during the construction of this new facility. 

At that time, Today’s Fresh Start Charter will be able to conduct classes at this site for these children. However, due to the financial cash flow crisis encountered by the state, Today’s Fresh Start has been advised that although the California School Facilities Board has voted to award the funds to Today’s Fresh Start, the state does not currently have the cash flow to fund the acquisition and construction of the building. In other words, the state has run out of funds and until the Treasurer receives the funds from the issuance of the Prop. 55 bonds, further construction of the building and site has been delayed. Therefore, we are asking for a waiver of 5 years that we believe would give us sufficient time to receive the funds and complete the construction at the new location and transfer the students to the new location. Based on communication with the Treasurer’s office, it is anticipated the funds will be released within the next twelve months. At that time, we can proceed with construction. 
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
