Request by Perris Union High School District under the authority of California Education Code Section 46206(a) to waive Education Code Section 46201(d), the Longer Day Incentive Program audit penalty for offering less instructional time in the 2007-08 fiscal year than the state minimum set in 1986-87 at Paloma Valley High School for students in grades nine through twelve (shortfall of 148 minutes).

That the district maintains increased instructional time at Paloma Valley High School in grades nine through twelve from the required 64,800 minutes per year, plus an additional 148 minutes for Paloma Valley High, to a minimum of 64,948 minutes for grades nine through twelve and affected students, where feasible, for the 2008-09 and 2009-10 school years and report the increase in instructional minutes in their yearly audits. 	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The State Board of Education (SBE) has approved similar requests with conditions. Education Code (EC) Section 46206 authorizes waivers to be granted for fiscal penalties because of a shortfall in instructional time. A waiver may be granted upon the condition that the school or schools in which the minutes, days, or both, were lost, maintain minutes and days of instruction equal to those lost in addition to the minimum amount for twice the number of years that it failed to maintain the required minimum length of time.   

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


During an audit of annual instructional minutes for 2007-08 it was discovered that Perris Union High School District (UHSD) failed to offer the required number of minutes at Paloma Valley High for grades nine through twelve. The instructional minute shortfall at the school resulted in a total of 148 instructional minutes. This was due to lack of knowledge and oversight with regard to the details of calculating instructional minutes. 
SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)

To ensure compliance with the instructional minute requirement, monitoring procedures have been put in place that require a certification of instructional minutes form which must be signed by the school site’s administrator and approved by a district office administrator. 
Perris UHSD began the scheduled make-up in 2008-09 by offering 64,948 instructional minutes for grades nine through twelve. In the 2009-10 school year the school will continue to offer the same amount of make-up instructional minutes. The chart in Attachment 1 shows the scheduled make-up for grade level students and affected students planned by the district. Students in grade 12 have graduated and did not receive any make-up time.  
The department recommends approval of this waiver as long as the school maintains increased instructional time for a period of two years beginning in 2008-09 and continuing through 2009-10. The district must report the increases for the instructional minutes in their yearly audits.

	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


2007-08 penalty amount of $99,060.12 is calculated as follows:

6,520 ADA for grades nine through twelve multiplied by $6,652 (base revenue limit) is equal to $43,372,267.63.
148 shortfall divided by 64,800 instructional minute requirement is equal to 
0.23 percentage of minutes not offered.

$43,372,267.63 multiplied by 0.23 percent is equal to $99,060.12 penalty if this waiver is not approved.
