That the bonded indebtedness of Richland Union Elementary School District (UESD) not exceed 1.90 percent of the assessed valuation of taxable property of the district and that the waiver is limited to the sale of bonds approved by the voters in the November 2008 election. In addition, at no time is the tax levy to exceed the amount authorized by the voters to secure the bonds.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The State Board of Education has approved all bond limit waiver requests as long as they have been limited to the sale of general obligation bonds already approved by local voters. There were three waivers in 2007, five waivers in 2008, and so far in 2009 there have been four waivers.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The district is requesting a waiver of California Education Code sections 15102 and 15268 which prohibit elementary school districts from issuing bonds in excess of 1.25 percent of the assessed valuation of taxable property of the district. 
On November 4, 2008, voters in the district approved $23 million in bond authorization and limited the tax to $30 per $100,000 of taxable property. To date, the district has issued bonds totaling approximately $3.8 million and $19.2 million remains unissued.
The district’s current debt ratio is 1.24 percent. The district would like to issue $8.75 million of the $23 million in bonds authorized in the November 2008 election, but is limited to the statutory cap of 1.25 percent. By issuing the $8.75 million in bonds, it is estimated that the bonded indebtedness will increase to 1.90 percent of assessed valuation. 

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


Based on the district’s assessed valuation as of September 2008, scheduled principal reduction on the outstanding bonds, and a 3.8 percent annual growth in assessed valuation over the next five years (the average growth in assessed valuation over the last five years was 12.1 percent), the district projects that its bonded indebtedness ratio will fall below the statutory limit of 1.25 percent by 2014. If the assessed valuation does not increase as projected the district may need to seek another waiver to increase its cap. 

Richland UESD has three elementary schools and one junior high school. The waiver would allow the district to sell $8.75 million in voter-authorized bonds for modernization projects at Redwood Elementary School which has 915 students in kindergarten through sixth grade. Plans for the school’s modernization were approved by the Division of State Architect in 2004 and will expire before 2014. This would result in considerable financial hardship to the district. The modernization plan includes upgrading heating and air conditioning systems; repairing aging and deteriorated plumbing, restrooms, windows, door, and roofs; upgrading electrical service and technology infrastructure; and securing the campus for safety reasons. These projects are consistent with the purpose of the bond measure. 

The California Department of Education recommends approval with the conditions that the bonded indebtedness ratio not exceed 1.90 percent of the assessed property value of the district and that the waiver is limited to the sale of bonds approved by the voters in the November 2008 election. In addition, at no time is the tax levy to exceed the $30 per $100,000 of taxable property authorized by the voters to secure the bonds. 
Approval of this waiver would allow the district to issue $8.75 million in voter-approved bonds for modernizations at Redwood Elementary School. The district has issued bond anticipation notes (BANs). If the waiver is not approved, the district can only service the $161,817 annual interest portion of the BANs, which prolongs incurring such costs.

	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


Without the waiver, the district will not be able to issue the requested $8.75 million in bonds until 2014. The district would be required to obtain other, more expensive, interim financing to meet its cash flow needs. This would impose an additional general fund cost to the district’s already strained budget. In addition, if the waiver is approved, bonds will be issued in the fall to redeem $4.7 million in bond anticipation notes (BANs) that were issued in May 2009 which were needed to continue with the projects.
