Item # 7 – Request for Chart and Explanation 

Due to the fluctuation of numbers of students per grade level, in 2005-06, Grade 5 at Meadows was a small class of only 47 students with an average of 23.5 per class. In 2005-06, there were two classrooms for each grade from grade 3-8. The average of other classes that year in grades 3-8 were between 26.5 and 32.5, as noted in Table A

The section provision of reducing each classroom by at least 5 students fewer than 05-06 requires that the 5th grade classes at Meadows be permanently reduced during QEIA years to 18.5 students. This  requirement to reduce the 5th grade only to 18.5 puts the school in the position of having to shift a small number of 5th graders to either 4th or 6th grade classes to be in compliance. Adding a fourth classroom at that grade level is not feasible because the number of students involved are 5 students or less.
