	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The California State Board of Education (SBE) has granted all general waivers of the meal requirements for needy children attending the Saturday school session over the years. SBE Policy: Guidelines for Evaluation Requests for Waivers of State Meal Mandate for Saturday School Sessions, adopted December 11, 1992, available at http://www.cde.ca.gov/re/lr/wr/documents/saturdayschool.doc are used when reviewing these waivers.  

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


California Education Code (EC) Section 49550 states that each needy child that attends a public school be provided a nutritionally adequate free or reduced-price meal every school day. The Lone Pine Unified School District (USD) has requested to waive EC Section 49550 for their Saturday school session and has certified its compliance with the two required conditions necessary to obtain a waiver.

Lone Pine USD’s Saturday School Program was developed to give students an opportunity to be tutored on specific subjects at the high school level. Although many Saturdays there is no school, when school is in session between 5 and 15 students attend, of that number about 20 percent are needy pupils under the statute.
The school site lacks adequate refrigeration and reports that serving meals would result in a financial loss to the district greater than one-third of the district foodservice’s net cash resources. In addition, the school site operates for three hours and fifty-five minutes on Saturdays.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


Schools offering classes on Saturdays may be granted a waiver if they meet two of the following conditions:

1) The Saturday session is less than 4 (four) hours duration and is completed by noon. The district meets this condition. 
2) Less than 10 percent of the needy children enrolled in the Saturday school session are on campus for more than 3 (three) hours. The district does not meet this condition.

3) The school has no proper refrigeration facilities. The district meets this condition. 
4) Serving meals on Saturday will result in a financial loss equal to one-third of the net cash resources. The district meets this condition. 
Justification for Meeting Condition #1

Lone Pine USD meets this condition because the Saturday session begins at 8:00 a.m. and ends at 11:55 a.m. Children are excused before noon allowing them to go home for lunch.

Justification for Meeting Condition #3

Lone Pine USD meets this condition because the school site has no adequate refrigeration to store meals on Friday and serve on Saturday.  

Justification for Meeting Condition #4  

Lone Pine USD reports that it will incur a financial loss of $304.48 to serve breakfast meals to students during Saturday school. The district reports that one-third of its net cash resources totals $219.33. The difference between the district’s projected loss and one-third of its net cash resources is $85.15. Based on this, the district meets the criterion of a financial loss according to the guidelines adopted by the SBE for a Saturday school waiver.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


Lone Pine USD reports that it will incur a financial loss of $342.94 to serve lunch meals to students during Saturday school. The district reports that one-third of its net cash resources totals $219.33. The difference between the district’s projected loss and one-third of its net cash resources is $123.61. Based on this, the district meets the criterion of a financial loss according to the guidelines adopted by the California State Board of Education (SBE) for a Saturday school waiver.
