Recommendation

The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve the following related to the School Improvement Grant (SIG): 
· Three waivers that were initially presented at the January 2010 SBE meeting allow funded local educational agencies (LEAs) to effectively implement the four intervention models in Tier I or Tier II schools and to carry out school improvement activities in Tier III schools. Specifically, the three waivers included in Attachment 1 recommended for approval are:
· Time Extension Waiver - Waive Section 421(b) of the General Education Provisions Act (20 U.S.C. § 1225[b]) to extend the period of availability of school improvement funds for the state educational agency (SEA) and all of its LEAs to September 30, 2013. 
· Timeline Waiver - Waive Section 1116(b)(12) of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA) to permit LEAs to allow their Tier I schools that will implement a turnaround or restart model to “start over” in the school improvement timeline.

· Poverty Threshold Waiver - Waive the 40 percent poverty eligibility threshold in Section 1114(a)(1) of the ESEA to permit LEAs to implement a schoolwide program in a Tier I school that does not meet the poverty threshold.

· Two new waivers were recently made available by the U.S. Department of Education (ED) providing the state the option to further define eligibility for SIG funding. The first waiver recommended for approval allows inclusion of a minimum n size when calculating the Persistently Lowest-Achieving Schools List:

· N Size Waiver - Waive Section I.A.3 of the final requirements to permit the inclusion of a “minimum n size” in the identification criteria for persistently lowest-achieving schools. The “minimum n-size” requested is 100 valid scores and is consistent with the “minimum n” approved in California’s Consolidated State Application Accountability Workbook (Workbook). (See Attachment 6.)
· Tier II Definition Waiver - Waive the definition of “persistently lowest-achieving schools” in Tier II contained in Section I.A.3 of the final requirements for the SIG program (74 C.F.R. 65618 (December 10, 2009)) and incorporate an alternate definition in identifying Tier II schools under section I.A.1(b) of the final requirements, as amended (75 C.F.R. 3375 (January 21, 2010)). (See Attachment 6.)
· List of persistently lowest-achieving schools in Tiers I, II, and III. The CDE recommends the SBE approve the list of persistently lowest-achieving schools that was created using the N Size Waiver and the Tier II Definition Waiver. (See Attachment 5.)

· California’s application for the SIG under Section 1003(g) of the ESEA and the 2009-10 American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) with the modification to the definition of persistently lowest-achieving schools described in the Update section below. (See Attachment 3.)

· California’s School Improvement Grant Request for Application for California LEAs. (See Attachment 4.)
Background

The SBE heard at its January 2010 meeting a request to authorize the SBE President, Ted Mitchell, with State Superintendent of Public Instruction, Jack O’Connell, to apply to the ED for four waivers of ESEA requirements in order to allow any LEA that receives a SIG award to use those funds in accordance with SIG requirements and the LEA’s application for a grant. The SBE delayed action on approval of these waivers pending further information presented at the March 2010 meeting. Subsequent guidance by the ED eliminated the need for a waiver to permit the use of school improvement funds to secondary schools that are eligible for, yet do not receive, Title I, Part A and which were identified as a “persistently lowest-achieving school,” thereby reducing the number of waivers requested to three. These three waivers would allow funded LEAs to effectively implement the four intervention models in Tier I or Tier II schools and to carry out school improvement activities in Tier III schools. A letter addressed to Thelma Meléndez de Santa Ana, Assistant Secretary, ED serves as California’s formal request for these waivers and is included as Attachment 1.
Update

Recent clarification from ED regarding identification of eligible schools has led the CDE to request that the SBE consider two additional waivers. The first waiver (N Size Waiver) is related to specifically identifying a “minimum n” size below which a school would not be identified as persistently lowest-achieving. California proposes that the SBE submit this waiver to exclude schools that have an n size of less than 100, i.e. schools having less than 100 valid scores, and is consistent with California’s Accountability Workbook. 
The second waiver (Tier II Definition Waiver) addresses the regulatory definition of Tier II schools contained in Section I.A.3 of the final requirements for the SIG program (74 CFR 65618 (December 10, 2009)). This waiver would allow California to capture, among its 5 percent persistently lowest-achieving Tier II secondary schools, Title I secondary schools that are lower achieving than one or more Tier II schools but do not qualify as Tier II schools because they are receiving Title I, Part A funds. They do not qualify as Tier I schools because they are not among the lowest-achieving 5 percent of such schools in the State. Any Title I secondary school that is identified through this waiver as being among the persistently lowest-achieving schools in the State would be identified by California as one of the State’s Tier II schools. Attachment 6 is a draft letter to Assistant Secretary Meléndez requesting these two waivers. Attachment 6 also includes, as required by ED: 1) the list of schools excluded from the persistently lowest-achieving list as a result of “minimum n-size” (N Size Waiver), 2) the list of Tier II schools without the Tier II Definition Waiver, and 3) the list of Tier II schools that would be identified with the Tier II Definition Waiver.
Subsequent to the posting of the SBE March 2010 Agenda, California’s Definition of Persistently-Lowest Achieving Schools included in Item 18, SEA Application pages 15–18 of Attachment 3 changed due to ongoing clarification with ED staff. California has developed and recommends for approval the revised Preliminary Identification Criteria, available on the CDE Preliminary Identification Criteria Web page at http://www.cde.ca.gov/ta/ac/pl/overview.asp. The revised criteria include:

· Combining alternative high schools with traditional high schools, creating five groups instead of seven
· LEA has an approved LEA Plan and is receiving, or anticipates receiving, Title I funds in the 2009–10 fiscal year

· Excluding schools with fewer than 100 valid scores in each of the last 3 years (N Size Waiver)
Preliminary lists by LEA, of Tier I, Tier II, and Tier III schools eligible for SIG funding are included as Attachment 5. Two sets of preliminary lists are provided for SBE consideration. The first set of lists has the N Size Waiver applied. The second set of lists has both the N Size Waiver and the Tier II Definition Waiver applied. The Tier I list is the same in both sets.

The State of California hereby submits for your consideration a consolidated request for the waiver of three provisions of federal law and regulations related to implementation of School Improvement Grants: American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) of 2009, Title I of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA) of 1965 as amended. This request would allow any local educational agency (LEA) in California that receives a School Improvement Grant (SIG) to use those funds in accordance with the final requirements for SIG and the LEA request for application for a grant. 

California believes that the requested waivers will increase the quality of instruction for students and improve the academic achievement of students in Tier I, Tier II, and Tier III schools by enabling an LEA to use more effectively the school improvement funds to implement one of the four school intervention models in its Tier I or Tier II schools, and to carry out school improvement activities in its Tier III schools. The four school intervention models are specifically designed to raise substantially the achievement of students in the State’s Tier I and Tier II schools.

California requests, on behalf of its LEAs, the waiver of the following three provisions:

1) Waive section 421(b) of the General Education Provisions Act (20 U.S.C. § 1225[b]) to extend the period of availability of school improvement funds for the SEA and all of its LEAs to September 30, 2013.

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2) Waive section 1116(b)(12) of the ESEA to permit LEAs to allow their Tier I schools that will implement a turnaround or restart model to “start over” in the school improvement timeline.
3) Waive the 40 percent poverty eligibility threshold in section 1114(a)(1) of the ESEA to permit LEAs to implement a schoolwide program in a Tier I school that does not meet the poverty threshold.

California assures that it will ensure that any LEA that chooses to implement one or more of these waivers will comply with section II.A.8 of the final requirements.

California assures that it will permit an LEA to implement the waiver(s) only if the LEA receives a SIG and requests to implement the waiver(s) in its application. As such, the LEA may only implement the waiver(s) in Tier I, Tier II, and Tier III schools, as applicable, included in its application.

California is also providing documentation of the notice provided to LEAs and to the general public concerning the State of California’s intention to apply for these waivers, as well as public comments received in response to that public notice (see Enclosure). We respectfully submit these requests and accompanying materials, and appreciate your consideration of them.

Dear Assistant Secretary Meléndez de Santa Ana:

The State of California hereby submits for your consideration a consolidated request for the waiver of two provisions of federal law and regulations related to school selection for implementation of the School Improvement Grants (SIG): American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) of 2009, Title I of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA) of 1965 as amended. This request would allow any local educational agency (LEA) in California that receives a SIG to use those funds in accordance with the final requirements for SIG and the LEA request for application for a grant. 

California believes that the requested waivers will increase the quality of instruction for students and improve the academic achievement of students in schools identified as Tier I, Tier II, and Tier III schools by identifying those schools that are persistently lowest-achieving while excluding those schools that serve such a small number of students whose performance data are unreliable. California believes that the resulting list of identified schools will be the most appropriate group to implement one of the four school intervention models in Tier I or Tier II schools and to carry out school improvement activities in Tier III schools. The four school intervention models are specifically designed to raise substantially the achievement of students in the State’s Tier I and Tier II schools.

California requests, on behalf of its LEAs, the waiver of the following two provisions:

1) Waive Section I.A.3 of the final requirements to permit the inclusion of a “minimum n-size” in the identification criteria for persistently lowest-achieving schools. The “minimum n-size” requested is 100 and is the same as the “minimum n” approved in California’s Consolidated State Application Accountability Workbook. The “minimum n” is determined by the number of valid tests scores included in the Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) determinations and consists of students that are enrolled in the school for a full academic year as defined in California’s approved Accountability Workbook. The “minimum n-size” will be applied in each of the last three years to ensure that schools with unreliable data, due to small numbers of students, are not identified, thereby increasing the likelihood that identified schools are in a good position to successfully

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implement the SIG turn-around models. The name, size, and proficiency rate of each school that California proposes to exclude from its list of persistently lowest-achieving schools is included in Enclosure 1. (The list excludes proficiency rates for schools serving fewer than eleven students in order to comply with federal Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA).)

2) Waive the definition of “persistently lowest-achieving schools” contained in section I.A.3 of the final requirements for the SIG program (74 CFR 65618 (December 10, 2009)) and incorporate that definition in identifying Tier II schools under Section I.A.1(b) of the final requirements, as amended (75 CFR 3375 (January 21, 2010)). Specifically, California requests a waiver of paragraph (a)(2) of the definition of “persistently lowest-achieving schools” to permit California to include, in the pool of secondary schools from which it determines those that are the persistently lowest-achieving schools in the State, secondary schools participating under Title I, Part A of the ESEA that have not made adequate yearly progress (AYP) for at least two consecutive years or are in the State’s lowest quintile of performance based on proficiency rates on the State’s assessments in reading/language arts and mathematics combined. California needs this waiver in order to include, among its persistently lowest-achieving Tier II secondary schools, Title I secondary schools that are lower achieving than one or more Tier II schools. They do not qualify as Tier II schools because they are receiving Title I, Part A funds, and do not qualify as Tier I schools because they are not among the lowest-achieving five percent of such schools (or lowest achieving five such schools) in the State. Any Title I secondary school that is identified, through this waiver, as being among the persistently lowest-achieving schools in the State would be identified by California as one of the State’s Tier II schools. Concomitantly, this waiver would permit any local educational agency (LEA) with one of these schools that California identifies as a Tier II school to apply to the State to use SIG funds to implement in each school one of the school intervention models set forth in the SIG final requirements.
Enclosed is the list of schools and their level of achievement (as determined under paragraph (b) of the definition of “persistently lowest-achieving schools”) that would be identified as Tier II schools without the Tier II Definition Waiver (Enclosure 2) and those that would be identified with the Tier II Definition Waiver (Enclosure 3).
California assures that it will ensure that any LEA that chooses to implement one or more of these waivers will comply with Section II.A.8 of the SIG final requirements.

California assures that it will permit an LEA to implement the waiver(s) only if the LEA receives a SIG and requests to implement the waiver(s) in its application. As such, the LEA may only implement the waiver(s) in Tier I, Tier II, and Tier III schools, as applicable, included in its application.

California is also providing documentation of the notice provided to LEAs and to the general public concerning the State of California’s intention to apply for these waivers, as well as public comments received in response to that public notice (see Enclosure 4). We respectfully submit these requests and accompanying materials, and appreciate your consideration of them.
