Summary of Key Issues

Psychometricians in the Assessment, Accountability, and Awards Division conducted statistical analyses to estimate the California Standardized Test (CST) scale scores that would be approximately equivalent to a passing score on the California High School Exit Examination (CAHSEE). The analyses examined the comparability of scores for the grade nine and ten CST in English-language arts (ELA) with the CAHSEE in ELA and the CST in Algebra I with the CAHSEE in mathematics.
