	RECOMMENDATION


It is recommended that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve the establishment, membership, charge, and timeline of the Task Force on Nonclassroom-based Education Programs (Task Force) as outlined in this item provided funding is made available for this purpose.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


At its November 2010 meeting, the SBE directed the California Department of Education (CDE) to develop a proposal to establish a special Task Force with the SBE staff to study the key elements of high quality nonclassroom-based education programs. The SBE assigned the Task Force to accomplish the following: 

· Review issues related to jurisdiction, cost, technology, administration, and content. 
· Develop a podcast to present recommendations to the Legislature, the Governor, and the State Superintendent of Public Instruction (SSPI) and which shall develop a new nonclassroom-based funding model that is conditioned on academic performance outcomes. 
· Develop recommendations to form the basis for the legislation, rules, and regulations needed to ensure that access, affordability, accountability, and high quality teaching and learning are the cornerstones of nonclassroom-based education in California. 

The SBE directed the Task Force to include the following members: the SSPI or designee, an SBE member or designee, a designee of the Senate Pro Tem, a designee

of the Speaker of the Assembly, the Secretary of Education or designee, the Director of Finance or designee, a member of the Advisory Commission on Charter Schools or designee, a member of the Executive Board of the California Consortium for Independent Study, a designee of the California School Boards Association (CSBA), and a designee of the California Teacher’s Association. 

Finally, the SBE directed the CDE to report back at the December 2010 SBE meeting regarding key issues relating to the Task Force’s membership, charge, and timeline.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


In September 2010, the CDE convened an internal workgroup to study conditions of apportionment for nonclassroom-based education programs. This workgroup developed a legislative proposal to streamline and consolidate California’s attendance accounting for all forms of nonclassroom-based instruction (both charter and non-charter), and propose two methods of attendance accounting: (1) classroom-based, including synchronous online courses, and (2) nonclassroom-based, including independent study and asynchronous online courses.
The CDE proposes that the SBE approve the establishment of the Task Force to advance the work of the internal CDE workgroup as follows:

Membership. The Task Force shall include the following members:

· CDE staff with programmatic and fiscal knowledge of classroom- and nonclassroom-based education programs.
· Regional representation from school districts and county offices of education, as appointed by CSBA, the Association of California School Administrators (ACSA), and the California County Superintendents Educational Services Association (CCSESA), and representatives of CSBA, ACSA, and CCSESA.
· Representatives from the California Consortium for Independent Study, the California Charter Schools Association, the Charter Schools Development Center, and the Association of Personalized Learning Schools and Services.
Charge. The Task Force is established by the SBE to study the key elements of high quality nonclassroom-based education programs, as provided through the Senate Bill 740 funding determination process for nonclassroom-based charter schools and the funding of online learning.

Timeline. The Task Force shall meet at least every two months, beginning in January 2011. The Task Force will report back to the SBE at its July 2011 meeting with recommendations.
	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


The Task Force would add additional costs upon the state as the proposed activities are new to the CDE. The estimated cost of the Task Force would be $80,600 to complete the SBE’s charge. The estimate accounts for one half-time consultant, or approximately $75,000, and $5,600 in travel and accommodations for Task Force members.
