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	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) take action as deemed necessary and appropriate. There is no specific recommendation at this time.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


At the September 2009 meeting, the SBE approved a Template for Documentation of Local Educational Agency in Program Improvement Corrective Action with Intensive Technical Assistance to be completed by eight local educational agencies (LEAs). In Part I of the template, LEAs were required to report on their progress on each of the four required items in Corrective Action 6 and to report on any district assistance and intervention team (DAIT) recommendations. In Part II of the template, which contains a sample summary of LEA student achievement data, LEAs were required to report on local collection and use of formative student assessment data. LEAs were not expected to initiate new formative assessment activities, but were asked to report on current use of curriculum embedded assessments, other benchmark assessments, and district measures to track student achievement.
In May 2009, the SBE reviewed actions taken to date for LEAs in PI Corrective Action, including updates and actions taken at SBE meetings from March 2008 forward. In response to the SBE’s request to monitor the progress of LEAs implementing corrective actions and DAIT recommendations, CDE presented an initial table for documenting implementation. The SBE indicated an interest in understanding how LEAs were measuring academic achievement locally. As a result, the SBE’s assessment and accountability liaisons worked with CDE staff to create a template to report progress on local achievement measures.

In March and April 2009, the SBE received a report on activities in the seven Cohort 1 LEAs in PI Corrective Action that were assigned to work with a DAIT and receive intensive technical assistance.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Currently, there are a total of eight LEAs that were assigned intensive technical assistance and were required to work with a specific approved DAIT. These LEAs and their respective DAIT providers are as follows:
