	Local Educational Agency (LEA) implementation of State Board of Education-adopted/standards aligned core and intervention materials ensuring full implementation in every classroom.
	

	· English/Reading-language Arts
	· Core R/ELA instructional materials (Open Court & Prentice Hall - 2002 SBE-Adoption) are being used daily, with fidelity, in the overwhelming majority of classrooms across the district. However, there is a need to continue to build teacher capacity with universal access ("workshop")  as well as a more robust use of the ancillary materials
· R/ELA Intensive Intervention (Inside) are being used in the classes identified as Intervention classes for ELA across the district. In order to ensure full implementation, greater support and training is required in an ongoing way 

· ELD materials (Avenues and Santillana) are being used in classes with high percentages of English Learners during designated ELD blocks
· Instructional pacing (as indicated on district pacing guides) is being followed district-wide (K-8) with core and intervention materials

· Renewed district-wide emphasis on student attainment of high-leverage standards and attendant school-wide/classroom data-monitoring practices are being prompted by a new partnership with Strategic Schooling.  This focus has energized site leadership and teachers regarding standards-based instruction and, more importantly, learning among students in R/ELA .


	· Mathematics
	· Core mathematics instructional materials (Everyday Mathematics (K-5)& Pearson Prentice Hall Mathematics (6th-8th), 2007 Adoption) are being used daily, with fidelity, in the overwhelming majority of classrooms across the district

· Mathematics Intensive Intervention (Momentum Mathematics) materials are being used in the appropriate classes across the district where students were identified working 2 years or more below grade level. In order to ensure full implementation, greater support and training is required in an ongoing way
· Instructional pacing (as indicated on district pacing guides) is being followed district-wide (K-8) with core and intervention materials

· Renewed district-wide emphasis on student attainment of high-leverage standards and attendant school-wide/classroom data-monitoring practices are being prompted by a new partnership with Strategic Schooling and this has energized site leadership and teachers regarding standards-based instruction and, more importantly, learning among students in mathematics/



	LEA implementation of nine Essential Programs Components (EPCs) for instructional success in underperforming schools including interventions and supports for English learners (ELs), students with disabilities (SWDs), and other high priority students.
	· An annual administration of the Academic Program Survey was conducted in the fall of 2009 at each school site to assess implementation of the EPCs and guide revision to school Single Plans for Student Achievement. These survey results vary by school site, but indicate overall:

· Schools are implementing the core instructional materials with fidelity

· Use of English Language Development materials is uneven across and within schools and a focus area for the next DAIT walkthroughs.
· The collapsing of classes (due to budget constraints) and under-trained staff (materials-based PD) instructing the intensive intervention curriculum materials (Momentum Math) have created serious challenges to the effectiveness of these implementations as of this report. Progress is being made by the R/LA intervention teachers teaching the Inside curriculum and the District has positioned its trainer and coach to continue to mentor teachers to increase the level of implementation of the curriculum.   
· Instructional time is appropriately apportioned for Core R/ELA and Mathematics and within the last month, intensive intervention classes have adjusted master schedules to adhere to the 2-2.5 hour requirements of Intensive Interventions in R/ELA  and mathematics
· As indicated above (previous section of this report) teachers have attended materials based professional development in R/ELA and Math core curricula as well as interventions
· As indicated above (previous section of this report) administrators have attended materials based professional development in R/ELA and Math core curricula and some have attended training in R/ELA interventions
· The district has academic coaches in place at all grade levels and for the three core areas:  Reading, Mathematics and ELD. Resource constraints have limited the number of literacy/math coaches in place at the individual school sites as a result, these resources are organized at the district level.  In addition, the District has deployed the coaches to the most needy/high-leverage teachers in the schools
· The district has the Reading Lions Assessment in place for monitoring program implementation and student progress (grades K-5) as well as a district-wide benchmark in secondary language arts. Meanwhile, the district also implements mathematics benchmarks three times throughout the year. All of this data is manipulated/analyzed using the EduSoft data management system. Principals use this system and the data to continuously improve (in one-on-one and collaborative settings) the implementation of materials

1. District leaders, including local governing board, superintendent, and administrators, will participate in professional development on governance issues
2. District will adopt policies to fully implement Response to Intervention (RtI model)
3. Local governing board will adopt policies for teacher recruitment and retention and for providing and monitoring professional development
	· Ed Porter (DAIT member) has worked with Board on norms and protocols for meetings - will finalize in December a plan for Master's in Governance trainings by Jan. 1, 2010 

· 9000 (C & I-related items) policy review is going to Board for first reading (used CSBA recommendations) with other elements to follow throughout remainder of school year 

· Began the work on RtI, in collaboration with DAIT and RSIP, although not yet in policy - this is an ongoing item

· There is a need to revisit draft policy on RtI, in particular with how it relates to ELs and SWDs

· Teacher recruitment is in an item in the RSIP and has been codified into district policy by the board

· Teacher recruitment and hiring process was revised in Spring 2009 with DAIT support - there are far fewer potential non-re-elect teachers in district thus far this year than there were last year at this time

1. The district will adopt and implement SBE instructional materials for all students, including interventions, for all students diagnosed as in need. 
2. The district will ensure that schools implement core English language arts (E/LA) and mathematics standards-based instruction
3. The district will implement all Reading First program requirements. 

	· Per Williams audit and verified during visits by SMCOE textbooks are in place in all schools - in core programs as well as interventions. This includes new programs in:

· Core mathematics programs (K-8)

· ELA Intensive Intervention grades 4-8

· Math Intervention (4-8)

· Based on formal walkthroughs conducted by district and site leadership as well as DAIT, core and intervention programs have been verified as being implemented district-wide in all schools and classrooms

· Although the District lost Reading First funding in the Fall of 2009, district and school leadership continue to pursue high-fidelity implementation & continuous improvement of the core curricula in R/ELA via implementation of the Reading Lions and benchmarks assessment  systems

	4. The district will provide a tiered intervention system for all students (RtI) based upon multiple measures, including diagnosis for placement, programmatic assignment and criteria for exit.
5. Interventions will be provided for ELs and SWD in ELA and mathematics, consistent with the adopted RtI model, diagnosed language needs and requirements of the Special Education SAM model. 

6. The district will provide uninterrupted instructional time in E/LA, mathematics, and interventions
	· The district has conducted a preliminary in-service of all principals and teachers to understand where interventions lay in RtI pyramid. Additionally, the district is scheduling mid-year evaluation meetings with the school teams to review each student’s progress and make the necessary program changes as needed.  

· Intensive interventions are in place in every school in ELA and math

· The district is working with SES providers to focus on math support

· Benchmark assessments are in place, with kinder assessments and report cards needing to be re-written and calibrated with new student reporting system (Infinite Campus)

· Instructional time: core programs are using sufficient time - this has been verified by the DAIT, but  variance exists in intervention time slots across schools.  Principals were given time frame and asked to create schedules around this time.  More work needed to align schedules across the district.

· The district has extended the day at 3 sites with "soft' money, and will extend to other schools in future (all sites will have extended day in the Fall of 2010 if the budget downturn does not negatively impact the budget)

	RCSD approved and hired a new CBO December 1, 2009 and principals have received their latest budget revisions as of 12/15/09.  The Asst. Supt of C & I and the interim CBO worked to align balances, carryovers and categorical program expenditures in November 2009. The funding outlines are current, staffing allocations complete and school budgets are being re-distributed 12/15/09
The new state budget will likely necessitate a third revision to the budget in Jan. 2010

	Human Resources

1. The district will ensure that it employs highly qualified teachers and has a plan for the recruitment and retention of these teachers. 
2. The district will adopt policies for the recruitment, retention and support of school principals.
	· Last year at this time, potential non-re-elects numbered 50 teachers; this year, the list has 9 names - this is because of new hiring and evaluation practices implemented in the spring of 2009

· Hiring of site principals is predicated on the application and recruitment process. RCSD reviewed over 19 applicants before finding a successful candidate for Green Oaks K-5 School.  The lengthy process was due to the fact that applicants to the position held little or no admin-istrative experience.  All schools were fully staffed administratively with one school being led by an interim principal.  The new principal was recently Board approved and will begin December 15, 2009 with the acting principal supporting the transition until January 30, 2010.  

· The district has moved toward full implementation of new student information system, Infinite Campus which will be fully operational by July 1, 2010.  The system will link with the State’s Cal Pads and also the high schools into which the district feeds  

· Core classes, in order to be compliant with new NCLB HQT requirements, have a May 30 deadline to rename and reschedule every course. This has an impact on RCSD teachers.

	Data Management and Student Achievement Monitoring 

1. The district will implement a student data management system using EduSoft and Reading Lions Assessments

2. The district will develop, implement and monitor benchmark assessments, analyzing data for use in instructional delivery and teacher collaborative meetings. 

3. The district will continue to implement ongoing   classroom observations used as part of teacher collaboration meetings alongside student achievement data. 
	· The District continues to implement benchmark assessments K-8 - this data is used by district leadership, principals and teachers to varying degrees of effectiveness to adjust programs and practices. The district will pursue a new standards-aligned benchmark in the spring 20101

· Principals are scheduled to conduct daily and weekly walk-throughs of their teacher’s classrooms while reviewing the implementation of core program.  Each principal has been asked to creating their own systems for data collection and monitoring feedback. Program Improvement Leads, DAIT team members, New Teacher Mentors and coaches also join the school site principal as they review teacher practices through a walkthrough program monitoring process.

	Professional Development 
1. Classroom teachers will participate in SB 472 and materials-based professional development on the instructional materials in mathematics and RLA and mathematics interventions in use in their classroom. Eighty hour practicum will be supervised by the DAIT or DAIT-approved staff.

2. Principals will receive coaching from a DAIT-approved instructional provider on standards-based teaching and learning and the principal’s role in supporting it. 

3. All site and district administrators will complete the Administrator Training Program.

4. New Teacher Center will continue to provide BTSA support.
	· 25% of math teachers have attended SB-472 mathematics training

· All teachers of Inside R/ELA Intensive intervention have been SB-472 trained in the program materials

· Two cycles of SB472: one cycle in fall, one in January (ELA) have will be conducted for OCR for teachers new to the district

· There is not currently an SB472 training for Momentum Math, and this has created a problem regarding teacher preparation for this program

· There are lesson-planning clinics taking place for INSIDE, OCR, and Every Day Math on a weekly, voluntary basis

· OCR catch-ups:  Literacy coordinators are doing "side by side" work with new teachers in clinics.  Teachers get a week's worth of lesson plans every time they attend clinic.

· County has supported trainings on Saturdays.

· AB430: many principals attended last year or in the past years and are compliant with this require-ment.  The new principal to Green Oaks will need to attend this training. 

· The district is folding PD into principal meetings and some additional teacher trainings: Standards Plus, Strategic Schooling, INSIDE
