Desired outcome/rationale. 

Approval of this waiver request will allow Valley Vista Elementary School and Nueva Vista Language Academy Elementary School to have a single School Site Council.  

The Nueva Vista Language Academy is housed on the campus of Valle Vista Elementary School.  The Nueva Vista Language Academy is a newly established charter school operated by the Delano Union Elementary School and offers dual-immersion, Spanish enrichment, and new-comer programs for district students.  The two schools have a mutualistic relationship.  
· Both schools are administered by Mrs. Nora Tapia (Principal) and Mr. Jesús Aguilar (Vice-Principal) and also share resource teachers, student support staff, and facility maintenance staff.  
· Both schools are located at the same facility:  120 Garces Highway, Delano, CA 93215.

· Valle Vista Elementary has a population of 477 students and 19 teachers and 
· Nueva Vista Language Academy has a population of 205 students and 10 teachers
· Both schools share two (2) Special Education Teachers, one (1) ELD teacher,              one (1) Resource Teacher, one (1) BTSA provider, one (1) Band Teacher, and (1) Librarian.   
· A majority of Nueva Vista Language Academy students are former Valle Vista students, a significant number of students in each program have siblings in the other.  


We believe that the establishment of a single School Site Council will streamline site operations, reduce distractive duplicated efforts, and allow consolidated planning.  Ensuring a synergic effort to provide effective standard based instruction, program evaluation, parent engagement and development activities, and school-to-home communication resulting in greater opportunities to increase student achievement.


We propose to establish a single School Site Council, managed with by-laws and procedures that will ensure a parity of representation with the membership composition required by the California Education Code.
