	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve the Request for Release of Trustee and District Assistance and Intervention Team (DAIT) in the Coachella Valley Unified School District (CVUSD).
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


At its March 2008 SBE meeting (Agenda Item 21), the SBE voted unanimously to approve Kenneth Young, Riverside County Superintendent of Schools, as trustee for CVUSD and assign Riverside County Office of Education (RCOE) as the DAIT for the CVUSD. Superintendent Young has been the trustee and RCOE has been the DAIT for CVUSD since March 2008.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


In a letter to State Superintendent of Public Instruction, Jack O’Connell, dated March 8, 2010, Superintendent Young formally recommended that CVUSD be released from assignment to RCOE as trustee and DAIT effective June 30, 2010. This recommendation is made based on Superintendent Young’s observation and knowledge of CVUSD’s improvements over the last two years, which are described in detail in Attachment 1.
CDE staff has confirmed the improvements in student achievement in CVUSD referred to in Superintendent Young’s letter of March 8, 2010. CVUSD’s Academic Performance Index (API) increased from 596 in 2007 to 665 in 2009, for a growth of 69 points in the last two years. Although CVUSD has not met all adequate yearly progress growth targets, the percent of students at or above proficient in English-language arts increased from 19.0 in 2007 to 29.7 in 2009, and the percent of students at or above proficient in mathematics increased from 26.4 in 2007 to 41.5 in 2009.
	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


As noted in Attachment 1, there will be cost savings to RCOE since it has not been fully reimbursed for the trustee and DAIT services provided to CVUSD over the last two years.
