	State Board of Education (SBE) considers alternative means to the California High School Exit Examination (CAHSEE) for eligible students with disabilities (SWDs). If approved, work to develop the pilot study begins.

	September 2010 **
	SBE approves the Finding of Emergency and adopts Emergency Regulations extending the deadline for implementation of alternative means to the CAHSEE initiates rulemaking process and 45-day public comment period.

	October 1, 2010
	Statutory deadline for adoption of regulations for alternative means.

	October 2010
	Begin pilot study.

	November 2010 **
	SBE adopts regulations extending the deadline for implementation of alternative means to the CAHSEE.

	January 2011
	State-level screening of eligible SWDs is completed.

	June–July 2011
	Perform analysis of pilot study.

	September 2011
	Analysis of pilot study presented to the SBE; the SBE determines whether a statewide alternative means for eligible SWDs is feasible. 

	November 2011 **
	SBE initiates rulemaking process for statewide alternative means to the CAHSEE.

	 November 2011
	Begin developing materials and procedures for implementation of statewide alternative means to the CAHSEE. 

	January 2012 **
	SBE adopts regulations for a statewide alternative means to the CAHSEE for eligible SWDs.

	July 1, 2012*
	Alternative means to the CAHSEE implemented for eligible SWDs in the Class of 2013. Exemption ends.


* A July 1, 2012, effective date is important so that students are not impacted by a mid-year change in requirements. Students in the Class of 2013 (school year 2012–13) would take the CAHSEE in July or October 2012. If they do not pass, they would enter Tier I in January 2013.
