	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


In November 2009, the CDE provided the SBE an update covering the July 2009 administration. The CDE has previously provided the SBE with periodic information and updates related to the estimated percentage of students meeting the California High School Exit Examination (CAHSEE) requirement.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Attachment 1 provides a summary of the results of the CAHSEE administrations for the 2009–10 school year which were held on July 28–29, 2009, October 6–7, 2009, November 3–4, 2009, December 5 and 12, 2009, February 2–3, 2010, and March 16–17, 2010. The July 2009 administration was available to all eligible grade twelve and adult students. The October, November, and December 2009 administrations were available to all eligible grade eleven, twelve, and adult students. The February and March 2010 administrations were administered to all eligible grade ten, eleven, twelve, and adult students. The final 2009–10 CAHSEE administration was held on May 11–12, 2010, and its results are not included in this update. This May administration is the last make-up administration for grade ten students.

	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


All costs associated with the activities relating to the recent CAHSEE administrations are included in the current Educational Testing Service and Human Resources Research Organization contracts.

California High School Exit Examination

Results for July 2009 through March 2010 Administrations

This Attachment provides findings and data tables for the California High School Exit Examination (CAHSEE), July 2009 through March 2010 administrations, based on the Human Resources Research Organization (HumRRO) analyses.
The analyses include a point-in-time comparison, cumulative results through the March 2010 administration, and results for grade ten students from the Classes of 2006 through 2011. Since July 2009, eligible students with disabilities (SWDs) have been exempted from meeting the CAHSEE requirement. California Education Code (EC) Section 60852.3 states that this exemption shall last until the State Board of Education makes a determination that the alternative means by which eligible students with disabilities may demonstrate the same level of academic achievement  in the content standards required of passage of the CAHSEE are not feasible or that the alternative means are implemented.
Findings
Table 1, on page 3, displays a point-in-time comparison of the percent of students for each class meeting the CAHSEE requirement by March in their respective senior years. Table 1 includes students receiving special education services in all subgroups for the Classes of 2008 and 2009. For the Classes of 2006, 2007, and 2010, students receiving special education services are excluded for all subgroups except the special education subgroup. 

· The Class of 2010 passing rates for most subgroups are greater than the passing rates for the Class of 2007. 
· English learners (ELs) in the Class of 2010 displayed an increase in passing rates, approximately 3.5 percentage points, when compared to the Class of 2007 at the same point in time of their senior year.
· The reestablishment of the CAHSEE exemption for eligible SWDs necessitates that the Class of 2010 point-in-time comparisons be made with the Class of 2007. The exemption for eligible SWDs was not available for the Classes of 2008 and 2009; therefore, the Class of 2010 should be compared to the classes where the exemption was in place. There is an increase, approximately one percentage point, in students from the Class of 2010 meeting the CAHSEE requirement when compared to the Class of 2007 at the same point in time of their senior year.

Table 2, on page 4, displays the estimated cumulative passing rates through the March 2010 administration for students in the Classes of 2006, 2007, 2008, 2009, and 2010. Table 2 includes students receiving special education services in all subgroups for the Classes of 2008 and 2009. For the Classes of 2006, 2007, and 2010, students receiving special education services are excluded for all subgroups except the special education subgroup. 

· Including the March 2010 administration, approximately 94 percent of students (almost 417,000 students) from the Class of 2010 have met the CAHSEE requirement.
· Students in special education and ELs exhibit a lower passing rate than all other groups.

Table 3, on page 5, presents the estimated percent of grade ten students for the Classes of 2006, 2007, 2008, 2009, 2010, and 2011 meeting the CAHSEE requirement. The data presented for the Classes of 2006 through 2011 are cumulative results (i.e., grade ten students passing both parts of the CAHSEE in the February, March, and May CAHSEE administrations). Table 3 includes students receiving special education services in all subgroups.
· Passing rates for grade ten students have increased since the Class of 2006. Approximately 70 percent of the grade ten students from the Class of 2011 met the CAHSEE requirement in their first attempt compared to approximately 64 percent of the grade ten students from the Class of 2006.

· The Class of 2011 passing rates for most subgroups are greater than the rates for the Class of 2010. 
· Hispanic, African American, and Economically Disadvantaged students display the greatest gain in passing rates compared to Whites and Asians when comparing the passing rates for the Class of 2006 with the Class of 2011.
· Grade ten students in special education and ELs continue to exhibit a lower passing rate than all other groups.
