	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) review the information regarding the State Performance Plan (SPP) and Annual Performance Report (APR) for Part B of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) for Program Year 2009–10 and take action as deemed necessary and appropriate. There is no specific action requested at this time.  

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The initial SPP was submitted, as approved by the SBE and the State Superintendent of Public Instruction, to the Office of Special Education Programs (OSEP) of the United States Department of Education (ED) on December 2, 2005. The OSEP also requires that states submit a Part B APR that documents and discusses progress toward meeting the targets and benchmarks identified in the Part B SPP as well as completion of improvement activities associated with each of the indicators. The SBE has approved each annual submission.

The most recent 2008–09 Part B SPP and Part B APR were submitted for the SBE approval at the January 2010 SBE meeting. The 2008−09 SSP approved by the SBE was the original 2005 SSP that had been amended to address recent changes in federal requirements. Both documents were approved and forwarded to the OSEP for February 1, 2010 submission.

SBE discussions indicated that the CDE should provide information more regularly throughout the year and provide a calendar of key information events (e.g. when to anticipate information from the OSEP and when the CDE will receive data and make calculations). SBE members and staff indicated that this

information would enable them to be more actively involved in the development of the SPP and APR.

Since the initial submission of the Part B SPP in December of 2005, the OSEP has refined and changed the requirements for both the SPP and the APR. Attached is the most recent Part B Indicator Measurement Table (Attachment 1) posted on May 25, 2010, and is posted at http://spp-apr-calendar.rrfcnetwork.org/explorer/view/id/417/?3#category3. 

In January 2011, the CDE will submit a new 2009−10 APR and an amended 2005 SSP for SBE approval. It is anticipated that the CDE will develop a new SSP in 2012. The CDE is providing the SBE with the most current information available about the SPP and APR for Part B of the IDEA covering Program Year 2009−10. Descriptions of the documents included in this Agenda Item are detailed below.

· Part B Indicator Measurement Table (Attachment 1) – This table gives detailed information about each indicator, including instructions for the individual indicators and measurement, plus required revisions and implications. This Part B Measurement Table gives direction for the 2009–10 data submission due February 2011. Changes include:

· Indicator 4B (Rates of Suspension and Expulsion) is new and requires new baseline data and targets. California is required to review and revise improvement activities in the SPP. Indicator 4B will be reported in the 2012 APR. It is also important to note that Indicator 4 is reported on a lag year basis (e.g., data reported for 2009–10 is calculated using special education data and monitoring information collected for 2008–09).

· Indicator 6 (Preschool Least Restrictive Environment) has a new data collection requirement. California is required to establish new baseline data and to review and revise improvement activities in the SPP. This indicator must be reported in the APR due 

      February 2011.

· Indicator 13 (Secondary Transition) required a change in California’s data collection. The California Special Education Management Information System (CASEMIS) data will be available in August 2011. The 2009–10 submission will use monitoring data that fulfills the new requirements. California is required to establish new baseline data in the SPP. This indicator must be reported in the APR which is due February 2011.

· Indicator 14 (Post School) requires a change in definitions and data collection. The CASEMIS data will be available in August 2010. California is required to establish new baseline data to be reported in the SPP. This indicator must be reported in the APR which is due February 2011.

· State Performance Plan Calculations Calendar (FFY 2009–10). The State Performance Plan Calculations Calendar displays for each SPP indicator what data are needed, the source of the data, the dates data are available and the dates when calculations will be made. (Attachment 2)

· Annual Performance Plan Calculations Calendar (FFY 2009−10).The APR Calculations Calendar displays for each indicator what data are needed, the source of the data, the dates data are available and the dates when calculations will be made. (Attachment 3)

· Preliminary calculations for Indicator 4B (Rates of Suspension and Expulsion); Indicator 5 (Least Restrictive Environment); and Indicator 6, (Preschool Least Restrictive Environment) are presented in an APR template with the information that is available at this time. New, proposed benchmarks are included, as appropriate. Note that any new benchmarks have not yet been reviewed with the Improving Special Education Services (ISES) stakeholder group, directors of Special Education Local Plan Areas (SELPAs), or the Advisory Commission on Special Education. (The schedule for receiving input from the various stakeholder groups is provided in Attachment 5.)

· The Changes and Information Events document highlights changes in calculations, data collection changes, SPP and APR instructions, and input from stakeholder groups throughout the year. (Attachment 5)

The SPP and APR documents are complex. The CDE is providing the SBE with information about the requirements and calculations as early in the process as possible. As indicated in the calculation calendars, the CDE is expecting data related to the twenty indicators at various intervals. It is our intention to provide regular updates and expanded information as the year progresses.
