The focus of the VVUHSD is to educate our own students and in recent times we are discovering that too many of our students once expelled attend the County run community day school and many do not return to the VVUHSD. The district wants to amend this by offering our students who have been expelled another avenue in which to regain admittance back into the home school from which they left. Having our own community day school would give us that extra avenue to ensure our students receive educational instruction that is common through our district making the transition back to their school of choice that much easier. The site where the program will be located is only two years old and has ample enough space to accommodate the community day school with separate restrooms, fenced off classes from the rest of the campus, separate lunch times, and with ample security to maintain a safe environment. The program will focus on state standards within the curriculum and also students will have the opportunity to regain credits possibly lost with the use of PLATO (web based credit recovery program).  There will also be chances for the students to participate in self-esteem classes, peer awareness classes, career choices classes and other classes geared to instill a sense of self-worth providing the students with a mind set that they can and will be successful not only in their academic pursuits but also in their life long goals.
Due to the budget restrictions the CDS will have to be on the south side of the Goodwill Education Center. The GEC has a few unoccupied classrooms which fit with the requirements of a separate CDS from the rest of the school (please see enclosed school map).
