	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve funding for local educational agencies (LEAs) that have submitted applications under the Administrator Training Program (ATP). 

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


Since the enactment of California Education Code (EC) sections 44510 through 44517 in January 2006, the SBE has annually approved funding for LEAs to participate in the ATP.

Prior to 2008, the ATP was funded from two sources, state general funds and federal Title II funds. For fiscal year 2009-10, state general funds have been folded into the flexibility provision of Senate Bill 4 of the 2009–10, Third Extraordinary Session (SBX3 4) (Chapter 12, Statutes of 2009). However, as in the past, the legislature set aside $1,053,000 of federal Title II funds to be used for ATP. There have been 110 LEAs that have applied for these federal funds, which will allow 351 administrators to participate in this training in the 2009–10 school year.
Historically, all LEAs that apply for funding have been approved, unless: 1) a participant has previously received funding for the program, or 2) the LEA has submitted an incomplete application. 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


LEAs apply for the ATP through the online application system, Management System for Administrator Training (MSfAT). As part of the application process, the LEA completes an online funding application which acts as the LEA’s program proposal –as referenced in EC Section 44512 (a). 

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


In addition, the application includes several assurances, including that: the LEA will give priority to those school site administrators working at low performing and hard-to-staff schools, the program will be completed within two years, and the LEA will use only SBE-approved training providers. The application also includes the names and number of principals and vice principals to be trained. The application is reviewed to ensure that the program proposal includes the areas specified in EC Section 44511 (a) (1) to (6). 

(a) From funds appropriated for the purpose of this article, the Superintendent 

shall award incentive funding to provide school administrators with instruction and training in areas  that include, but are not limited to, the following:

(1) School financial and personnel management. This training shall specifically provide instruction related to personnel management, including hiring, recruitment, and retention practices and misassignments of certificated personnel. 

(2) Core academic standards.

(3) Curriculum frameworks and instructional materials aligned to the state academic standards, including ensuring the provisions of textbooks and instructional materials as defined in Section 60119.

(4) The use of state and local pupil assessment instruments, specific ways of mastering the use of assessment data from the Standardized Testing and Reporting (STAR) Program, including analyzing achievement of specific subgroups including English language learners and individuals with exceptional needs, and school management technology to improve pupil performance.

(5) The provision of instructional leadership and management strategies regarding the use of instructional technology to improve pupil performance.

(6) Extension of the leadership knowledge, skills, and abilities acquired in the preliminary administrative preparation program that are designed to strengthen the ability of school administrators to effectively and efficiently lead an organization and build the capacity of staff to enhance the academic performance of all pupils, including special emphasis on providing additional support to pupils identified as English language learners and individuals with exceptional needs.

The names of each LEA that applied, along with the number of applicants per LEA, are recommended to the SBE for approval, as per EC Section 44512 (b). In 2006-07, 368 LEAs participated in the ATP, in 2007-08, 314 LEAs participated, and in 2008-09, 368 LEAs participated. The total number of administrators who have benefitted from participation in ATP since 2006-07 is 4,590.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


Following SBE approval, each LEA will receive notification from the CDE that the initial application has been approved; a grant award will then be issued to the LEA which must be signed and returned within 10 days.
	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


The LEAs receive a payment of $1,500 per participant, once the participant name is entered into the MSfAT. A second payment of $1,500 is dispersed once all the required training hours (160) are recorded into the MSfAT and the required survey is completed.
Historically, adequate funding has been available to all LEAs that have applied. In addition, the system, using a personal identifier, allows for each participant to receive funding one time throughout his/her career.
