	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The CDE has previously provided budget updates to the SBE.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


On January 8, 2010, the Governor released his plan to close a projected $19.9 billion deficit for 2009-10 and 2010-11. 
The Governor’s proposed budget would fund education at the minimum Proposition 98 guarantee of $49.9 billion for 2009-10 and $50 billion for 2010-11. While the proposed budget maintains roughly the same amount of funding year-over-year, the 2010-11 proposed funding level still results in $2 billion in cuts to education. Some of the significant cuts include a $1.5 billion cut to general purpose funding for districts and county offices of education and reductions to child care. The budget also assumes $550 million in savings from the Class Size Reduction program. 
Assembly Bill 1609 and Senate Bill 874 are the two 2010-11 Budget Bills.
