	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve a Request for Application (RFA) to fund eligible schools participating in the Quality Education Investment Act (QEIA) to participate in the School Improvement Grant (SIG) program using federal funds provided under sections 1003(a) and (g) of Title I, Part A of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA).

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


At its September 2009 meeting, the SBE approved CDE’s request to submit a joint letter to the U.S. Department of Education (ED) requesting a Tydings Amendment waiver under Section 421(b) of the General Education Provisions Act of the ESEA for the 2007–08 funds with the caveat that all applications for School Improvement Grant (SIG) funding are to be presented to the SBE for review. 

At its September 2007 meeting, the SBE approved CDE’s request for the SBE to authorize the SBE president or SBE executive director to review and approve submission of California’s SIG application to ED. However, subsequent changes to pertinent state legislation required that the state revise its federal SIG application; the result is that none of this funding has been distributed to date.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Background
Several state legislative actions have redirected SIG funding for different uses multiple times. California submitted its initial application to ED in November 2007 seeking $16 million in SIG funds to allocate to local educational agencies (LEAs) beginning in 

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


2007–08. Schools in program improvement (PI) beyond year five were eligible to receive a minimum of $50,000 and a maximum of $500,000 for up to three years to implement interventions designed to exit schools from PI. 

California’s initial application proposed to allocate grant funds to LEAs with the strongest commitment to using evidence-based strategies for improving student achievement in Title I schools with the highest priority need. The application defined schools with the highest priority need as those schools in restructuring and beyond year five in PI. 

The state Legislature subsequently amended provisions in state law governing the use of federal funds provided in Section 1003(g) of ESEA. Assembly Bill (AB) 519 (Committee on Budget), Chapter 757, Statutes of 2008, amended California Education Code (EC) Section 52055.57 to allow an LEA identified for corrective action and subject to a sanction under federal law to apply for a one-year, nonrenewable grant to assist the LEA in its improvement process. Further, EC Section 52055.57(d)(2) integrated the federal funding provided for SIG under Section 1003(g) with the funding in Section 1003(a) of ESEA for the dedicated purpose of funding LEAs in corrective action subject to a sanction pursuant to Section 1116(c)(10)(C) of ESEA. AB 519 became effective September 30, 2008.

In order to use the funds provided in Section 1003(g) of the ESEA and adhere to AB 519, California revised its original SIG state application, which had been approved by ED in December 2007. The revised application identified the highest priority need for purposes of SIG funding as an LEA in corrective action and subject to a sanction under federal law. The revised application was submitted to ED on November 25, 2008.
The state Legislature again amended provisions in state law governing the use of federal funds provided in sections 1003(a) and (g) of ESEA. AB 2 of the 2009–10 Fourth Extraordinary Session (ABX4 2) allows schools participating in QEIA in 2009–10 to apply for funds made available under sections 1003(a) and (g) of ESEA to be used during the 2009–10 school year.
In response to this legislative action, California submitted its third (second revised) SIG application to reflect statutory changes pursuant to ABX4 2 to ED on September 11, 2009. The application was signed by Jack O’Connell, State Superintendent of Public Instruction (SSPI) and Theodore R. Mitchell, President, State Board of Education. This revised SIG application defines eligible schools as those schools participating in the QEIA Program in the 2009–10 fiscal year and are in PI. This application was approved by ED on October 30, 2009.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


AB 56 of the 2009–10 Third Extraordinary Session (ABX3 56) required that on or before February 15, 2010, the SSPI submit a plan for the use of prior year and ongoing federal funds, sections 1003 (a) and 1003 (g), to ensure that any prior year funds are being used for the purpose of supporting schools identified pursuant to EC Section 52055.770, which is the funding model for QEIA schools.

The CDE recommends that the SBE approve the attached draft SIG Request for Applications (RFA [Attachment 2]), the intent of which has been approved by ED, thereby allowing California to allocate SIG funding to eligible LEAs for expenditure by September 30, 2010. If the SBE approves this RFA, LEAs with eligible QEIA schools (see Attachment 1) may apply for SIG funds. The draft RFA will require applicants to select strategies that are most likely to meet the needs of student subgroups in their respective schools that meet SIG eligibility criteria. 
CDE and SBE staff will review applications submitted to the CDE by LEAs on behalf of their respective schools and will recommend to the SBE to fund those schools meeting the program requirements. Of the 498 QEIA schools, 411 are eligible to apply under the criteria identified in the revised application.

	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


The SIG funds will provide LEAs with approximately $152 million in 2009–10 using combined resources provided under sections 1003(a) and (g) of ESEA. Combined funds in the amount of $74 million are available from fiscal year (FY) 2009–10 under Section 1003(a) and Section 1003(a) of the 2009–10 American Recovery and Reinvestment Act and under Section 1003(g) in the amounts of $16 million from FY 2007–08, and $62 million from FY 2008–09.

II. General Information

A. Overview
Improving schools is a joint responsibility for schools, LEAs, and state educational agencies (SEAs). Section 1003(g) of Title I of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA), also known as the SIG, authorizes funds to help LEAs address the needs of schools in improvement, corrective action, and restructuring in order to improve student achievement. In conjunction with funds reserved under Section 1003(a), SIG funds are to be used to leverage change and improve technical assistance under sections 1116 and 1117 of Title I, Part A of the ESEA through LEAs targeting activities towards measurable outcomes as described in this application. Expected results from the use of these funds include improving student proficiency, increasing the number of schools that make adequate yearly progress (AYP), using data to inform decisions, and creating a system of continuous feedback and improvement.

Through the passage of Assembly Bill (AB) 56, of the Third Extraordinary Session, (Statutes of 2009), the Governor and the Legislature established that the state’s priority for the use of the funds identified above would be to provide funding for LEAs with schools participating in the Quality Education Investment Act (QEIA). The state has identified LEAs with QEIA schools that are in program improvement (PI) as most in need of funding and to have shown the greatest commitment to improvement based on their continued participation in QEIA. Therefore, an LEA must have a school participating in QEIA in order to qualify for funding through this RFA. Further, because the funding sources identified above may only be provided to schools in PI, only LEAs with schools in QEIA that also meet this criterion are eligible to receive funding through this RFA. 

B. Opportunity to Improve
To receive a SIG, an LEA must submit an application to the California Department of Education (CDE) that complies with the provisions herein. These funds, along with funds reserved under Section 1003(a), are intended to support research-based, proven effective, sustainable school improvement activities that increase the likelihood that students learn challenging academic content, achieve proficiency and that schools will move out of PI. 

An estimated $152 million in funding is available for 2009–10 SIG to serve LEAs with QEIA-funded schools in PI and is available on a competitive basis through this RFA. 

C. Eligibility
LEAs with schools (or direct-funded charter schools) participating in QEIA that were in State Decile Rank 1 or 2 on the 2005 Academic Performance Index (API), and are in PI in the current school year, based on 2009 state testing (Standardized Testing and Reporting [STAR]) results, are eligible to apply for the SIG. 

D. Funding Levels
Funding levels are calculated based on the amount of funding the LEA receives from the QEIA program for its participating schools. Each eligible school for which the LEA applies for this funding will receive a minimum of $50,000 and a maximum of $500,000 in keeping with federal SIG funding regulations. QEIA funding is based on enrollment numbers as reported in the most recent, certified California Basic Educational Data System (CBEDS), multiplied by the per-pupil funding level for each grade level established in the QEIA statute. Funds are allocated to these schools based on the school's county-district-school (CDS) code. If a school merges with another school during the term of the program and does not retain its original CDS code, the funding for that school will cease. If a school breaks up into smaller schools, each with its own CDS code, only the school with the original CDS code and its students will be eligible for further funding.

E. Priority of Funding
If there are insufficient funds available to fully fund all applications submitted that fully comply with all requirements described in this RFA, priority will be given to each LEA based on the date and time the LEA’s application is received. 

III. Program Guidelines

A. School Improvement Strategies
Eligible LEAs that submit an application for the SIG must implement one or more of the following general strategies provided by the U.S. Department of Education (ED) in its SIG application guidelines in Section 1003(g) for fiscal year 2007.

1. Provide customized technical assistance and/or professional development that are designed to build the capacity of the LEA and school staff to improve schools and are informed by student achievement and other outcome-related measures. 

2. Utilize research-based strategies or practices to change instructional practice to address the academic achievement problems that caused the school to be identified for improvement, corrective action, or restructuring.

3. Create partnerships among the LEA, its funded schools, and other entities for the purpose of delivering technical assistance, professional development, and management advice.

4. Provide professional development to enhance the capacity of District School Liaison Team (DSLT) members to provide leadership, support, and improvement efforts that are informed by student achievement and other outcome-related measures.

5. Implement other strategies determined by the LEA for which data indicate the strategy is likely to result in improved teaching and learning in schools identified for improvement, corrective action, or restructuring.

B. Responsibilities of the District or Chartering Authority and the School Community
A successful school improvement program requires active involvement by the school’s district or chartering authority as well as the school community. The school community includes the school’s administrator(s), faculty, staff, parents, and other local community members interested in improving the school program. Research findings support the concept that school districts play an integral role in the improvement process and continued success of schools. Given these findings, the district or chartering authority (otherwise referred to herein as the LEA) should demonstrate a clear and ongoing role in the development, implementation, and monitoring of the program and share equal responsibility with the school in its implementation. Although matching funds are not required, districts or chartering authorities are expected to demonstrate a substantial commitment to support and assist each school by leveraging other funds and coordinating resources in an effort to implement school-wide reform for participating schools.

LEAs must also comply with all program requirements and assurances and provide all data and reports requested by the state. 

C. Program Accountability and Monitoring
The state is responsible for monitoring compliance with the following program accountability requirements:

1. Each LEA receiving funding through this RFA meets the eligibility requirements for the grant described herein, and the LEA has provided all required assurances that it will comply with all program implementation and reporting requirements. 
2. Each LEA receiving funding through this RFA appropriately uses SIG funds provided under ESEA sections 1003(a) and (g) to implement research- and evidence-based school improvement strategies identified in the LEA application.

Each LEA implements the evidence-based school improvement strategies in each school funded through this application within the timeline in which the funds provided are to be used. Specifically, all funds awarded through this RFA must be expended by September 30, 2010.

To fulfill its monitoring responsibilities, the state will require funded LEAs to submit appropriate fiscal and program information. 

IV. Reporting and Accountability Requirements
Applicants awarded SIG must satisfy periodic reporting and accountability requirements throughout the term of the grant. These requirements address: (1) annual audit requirements; (2) fiscal accountability; (3) program accountability; (4) fiscal and program reporting; (5) site visits, and (6) program evaluation.

A. Program Accountability
Each identified school and LEA receiving SIG is responsible for carrying out its school improvement responsibilities under ESEA sections 1116(b) and (c), respectively.

Each LEA and school receiving a SIG is responsible for carrying out its school improvement responsibilities in accordance with its approved grant application and action plan.

B. Fiscal Reporting Requirements
SIG grantees must submit a final expenditure report to the CDE by October 31, 2010. The LEA or chartering authority is responsible for ensuring that the report is accurate, complete, and submitted on time.

C. Program Evaluation
All SIG recipients will be responsible for fulfilling the following program evaluation requirements: 

1. Report annual accountability data to the CDE including, but not limited to:

a. Fiscal information on the use of grant funds provided under ESEA sections 1003(a) and (g).

b. Measures to demonstrate implementation of the research- and evidence-based strategies identified in the grant application.

c. The number and percentage of students who score proficient in reading/language arts and mathematics, as measured by the state’s annual assessments, both overall in the LEA and for each school receiving funds through this application.

d. Whether the LEA has made AYP and moved out of PI status, and whether any of the schools receiving funds through this application have made AYP and moved out of PI status. 
2. Respond to any specific data requests from ED.

3. Utilize implementation benchmark and student achievement data to evaluate the effectiveness of improvement strategies identified in the SIG application for purposes of local monitoring and continuous improvement efforts.

V. Fiscal Operations

SIG grantees must comply with the following fiscal operation requirements.

A. Use of Funds
All SIG funds must be fully expended by September 30, 2010. SIG funds shall be used to support school improvement efforts by LEAs and their eligible schools funded by this grant process. Grant funds may be used for staff salaries, materials, services, training, equipment, supplies, evaluation, facilities, or other purposes, except as specifically limited by statute or by the CDE. Each eligible LEA that receives an award may use the funds to carry out activities that advance grant priorities. Grantees may only use grant funds for their intended purposes.


B. Budget Restrictions
The SIG funds must supplement, not supplant, existing services and may not be used to supplant federal, state, local, or nonfederal funds. Grant recipients may not use SIG funds to pay for existing levels of service funded from any other source.

Grantees may not carry over unexpended grant funds beyond the ending date of the grant award period. 

If the grantee terminates program operation or does not expend all funds received through this RFA by September 30, 2010, the CDE will bill the LEA grantee for any unexpended funds.

C. Payments to Grantees
The CDE will issue one payment, 100 percent of the annual grant award, no later than 30 days after the CDE receives the Grant Award Notification letter (AO-400).

D. Termination of Funding
Funding shall be terminated if there is evidence of fraud or fiscal irregularity in the use of funds other than for their intended purpose. 

VI. Application Review and Grant Award Process

A. Selection Process
LEAs with schools that successfully competed for QEIA funding are eligible for funding through this application. Only applications from LEAs with schools currently funded by the QEIA program will be considered. Applications submitted from eligible LEAs will be reviewed to ensure that they comply with all requirements described in this RFA, and that the planned use of funds focuses on improved teaching and learning for all students, by implementing improvement efforts at the LEA, school, and classroom levels. When recommending grant applications for funding, the CDE will only recommend, to the State Board of Education, funding those applications that fully comply with all requirements as described in this RFA. 

B. Award Notification
The CDE will post its notification of proposed grant awards for the SIG program on the CDE Funding Results Web page at http://www.cde.ca.gov/fg/fo/fr/ in May 2010. Applicants will be notified in writing as soon as possible thereafter. 

VII. Application Requirements

LEAs responding to this RFA must submit a complete application packet, including all original signatures required as noted on each application form. The complete application packet includes Forms 1 through 6 and certifications including the Drug-free Workplace, Lobbying, and Debarment and Suspension Forms referenced on Form 7, which must be downloaded, signed by the appropriate authorized signatory, and retained at the LEA for audit purposes. Forms 1 through 7 are included in this RFA in Section IX on page 8. Applications must be submitted with all forms compiled in the order provided on the SIG Application Checklist.
