	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The State Board of Education (SBE) has approved all similar waivers in the past.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Education Code (EC) Section 35330(d) states “…no expenses of pupils participating in a field trip or excursion to any other state, the District of Columbia, or a foreign country authorized by this section shall be paid with school district funds.”  

Corning Union Elementary School District (UESD) requests a waiver of EC Section 35330(d) to allow their students to attend theater productions at the Oregon Shakespeare Festival (OSF) in Ashland, Oregon. The OSF is a world-class theater and provides students with an incredible learning opportunity that is in very close proximity. Corning UESD is located in the northern part of California. Ashland, Oregon is approximately three hours north of the district about 30 miles past the California border. Due to the educational nature of these trips, the district pays the expenses. 
Corning UESD is hours away from any cultural or urban center within the state of California so this trip gives these students a unique educational opportunity. Limiting district-funded trips to within California would eliminate many opportunities for these

students who need to experience a wider world culture than they currently receive in Tehama County. This type of trip is both educationally and culturally enlightening for these rurally isolated students and will provide Corning students with an educational experience in a way that would not be available to them otherwise.

The Department recommends approval of this waiver request. EC Section 33051(b) will apply and the district will not be required to reapply annually if information contained on the request remains current.
