Esteemed Members of the State Board of Education,

I am writing this letter of support to advocate for the granting of a Federal Waiver for the Consortium requirement contained in the Career and Technical Education and Improvement Act of 2006.  As the following information will demonstrate, we are indeed rural and are not able to enter into a consortium, the two conditions required for the granting of a waiver.

Templeton Unified School District (TUSD) is an anomaly on the Central Coast. The town of Templeton is an unincorporated territory that is surrounded by the urban clusters of Atascadero and Paso Robles. It is an agricultural community of approximately 100 square miles that consists primarily of wineries and cattle ranches.  TUSD has an ADA of 2,332 students who attend four sites; two elementary, one middle, and one high school. We bus students over 30 miles within our district. The town of Templeton has a population of approximately 2,500, living within a four square mile service district. This leaves the majority of the families scattered over the remaining 96 square miles. We are by any measurement both rural and sparsely populated. 

 We are more than six miles from the nearest neighboring urban district high school and approximately 35 miles from Coast Union School District, the next closest rural high school. 

We have attempted a consortium with Coast Union High School in the past but had to discontinue our relationship because the distance between the two districts made articulation and participation impossible.  We have also explored the question of consortiums with the urban districts of Atascadero and Paso Robles. Neither district is interested in entering into a relationship because of their size (they do not need us to secure funding) and because of the divergent curriculums existing between districts due to our rural nature.  This prohibits funds from being used for programs that are mutually beneficial to all members of a consortium.

Considering this evidence, we feel that we clearly meet all of the elements that are required to obtain the waiver of the consortium requirement.  It is our hope that the State Board of Education will approve the request by Templeton Unified School District for a waiver of section 131(d)(1) of the Carl Perkins Career and Technical Education Improvement Act of 2006.
