The March 2010 item included a summary of education related legislative measures introduced in the first few months of the 2010 Legislative Session including measures that were signed into law by the Governor during the Fifth Extraordinary (5X) Session specific to the federal Race to the Top (RTTT) initiative. 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The SBE has established principles for education policy. The CDE Legislative Affairs Division uses these principles to identify bills that may affect policy related to the SBE. Inclusion in this list does not constitute a SBE position for the legislation. The bills that the State Superintendent of Public Instruction (SSPI) has taken positions (watch, support, support if amended, oppose, or oppose unless amended) have been noted where applicable. April 23, 2010, is the last day for policy committees to hear and report to fiscal committees any bills with fiscal impacts that were introduced in their house. The measures included in this item are updated as of March 29, 2010. An oral update on the state budget will be provided at the May 2010 SBE meeting as deemed necessary.
