	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve the attached list of eligible schools participating in the Quality Education Investment Act (QEIA) to participate in the School Improvement Grant (SIG) program using federal funds provided under sections 1003(a) and (g) of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA).  

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


At its March 2010 meeting, the SBE reviewed and approved a Request for Applications (RFA) for SIG funding, identifying schools in program improvement participating in the QEIA program as eligible applicants. The RFA required eligible schools to identify which of five federally-established school improvement strategies each school intends to implement with this funding, and to submit budgetary information describing specifically how the funds would be used. Collaborative signatures and additional program assurances of compliance with state and federal regulations and policies were also required elements of the application process. 

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Local educational agencies (LEAs) with eligible schools will submit applications in response to the RFA to the CDE by the April 15, 2010, due date. CDE staff, in consultation with SBE staff, will subsequently review the applications for compliance with application requirements. Applications meriting funding will be included as Attachment 1 in an Item Addendum and will be recommended to the SBE for approval for funding. Due to the fact that this funding is drawn from a prior fiscal year (FY) 
2007–08, any funds not distributed to LEAs will revert to the U.S. Department of Education. LEAs funded by this program are required to expend all of the funds by September 30, 2010. 
	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


The SIG funds will provide LEAs with approximately $16 million from FY 2007–08 and $62 million from FY 2008–09 under Section 1003(g). Combined funds in the amount of $74 million are available from FY 2009–10 under Section 1003(a) and Section 1003(a) of the 2009–10 American Recovery and Reinvestment Act for a total of $152 million.
