	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Due to the pending retirement of Carol Barkley, Director of the Charter Schools Division, the CDE is recommending the appointment of Beth Hunkapiller as Associate Superintendent of Public Instruction to represent the SSPI as authorized by the California Constitution, Article IX, Section 2.1 for the purpose of filling the vacant position of Director for the Charter Schools Division.

Mrs. Hunkapiller has extensive knowledge and experience in traditional public schools serving as a teacher, assistant principal and school board member. She served 17 years on the San Carlos School District Board of Education, worked 10 years in the Mountain View School District in El Monte, California, as an eighth grade English and reading teacher and as a middle school administrator where 97 percent of the students were Latino. 

Mrs. Hunkapiller has a long history of working on behalf of charter schools in California. 
She was the Chair of the Aspire Public Schools (APS) board and has also served as a member of the SBE’s Advisory Commission on Charter Schools (ACCS) for nine years—most recently as the Chair of ACCS for the last year. As a result of this CDE appointment, she has resigned from the APS board and from the ACCS board. As the Director of the Charter Schools Division, she will represent the SSPI on the ACCS board.
