School-wide Goals:

By spring of 2011 all students enrolled at PCS will meet the following proficiency levels by grade level.

· Kindergarten: By June 2011, 80% or more of all Kindergarten students will be proficient or above in Math as measured by PCS Trimester Benchmarks. Also, 80% or more of all students will be proficient or above in writing as measured by an on demand writing prompt. Also, 80% or more of all Kindergarten students will be proficient or above in Pre Reading as measured by PCS Trimester Benchmarks. 

· Grade One: By June 2011, 80% or more of all First Grade students will be proficient or above in Math as measured by PCS Trimester Benchmarks.  Also, 80% or more of all students will be proficient or above in writing as measured by an on demand writing prompt. Also, 80% or more of all First Grade students will be proficient or above in Reading as measured by PCS Trimester Benchmarks. 

· Achieving 80% proficiency levels in Trimester Writing Prompts and PCS Benchmarks in Reading and Math will also apply to all 2-6th grade students.  

In addition for students in grades 2-6:  

GOAL 1 - Improving Student Achievement in Mathematics

Performance Goal 1: All students will reach high standards, at a minimum, attaining proficiency or better by 2013-2014. All students include EL/LEP, at-risk, special education, migrant, homeless and GATE.

API Objectives:

All students and significant subgroups will meet or exceed State-wide Academic Performance Index growth targets.

AYP Objectives:

All students and significant subgroups will meet or exceed 

the NCLB AMO percent Proficient and Advanced in Mathematics of 68.5% for Elementary Schools.

All students and significant subgroups will meet or exceed a 95% participation rate.

CST Objectives:

· 68.5% or more of students in grades 2-6 will score Proficient or Advanced in Mathematics on the CST.

· 50% or more of students scoring Far Below Basic in Mathematics in 2009-2010 will score Below Basic or higher.

· 30% or more of students scoring at Below Basic in Mathematics in 2009-2010 will score Basic or higher.

· 30% or more of students scoring at Basic in Mathematics in 2009-2010 will score at Proficient or Advanced.

· 85% or more of students scoring Proficient or Advanced in Mathematics in 2009-2010 will continue to perform at that level.

GOAL 2 - Improving Student Achievement in Language Arts

Performance Goal 1: All students will reach high standards, at a minimum, attaining proficiency or better by 2013-2014. All students include EL/LEP, at risk, special education, migrant, homeless and GATE.

AYP Objectives:

All students and significant subgroups will meet or exceed the annual NCLB AMO percent Proficient or Advanced in Language Arts of 67.6% for Elementary schools. 

All students and significant subgroups will meet or exceed a 95% participation rate.
CST Objectives:

· 67.6% or more of students in grades 2-6 will score Proficient or Advanced in Language Arts on the CST.
· 50% or more of students scoring Far Below Basic in Language Arts in 2009-2010 will score Below Basic or higher.

· 30% or more of students scoring at Below Basic in Language Arts in 2009-2010 will score Basic or higher.

· 30% or more of students scoring at Basic in Language Arts in 2009-2010 will score at Proficient or Advanced.

· 85% or more of students scoring Proficient or Advanced in Language Arts in 2009-2010 will continue to perform at that level.

GOAL 3 – Limited English Proficient Students

Performance Goal 2: All limited-English-proficient students will become proficient in English and reach high academic standards, at a minimum attaining proficiency or better in reading/language arts and mathematics.

School-wide Objectives:

· All English Learners (ELs) will advance one level/year in English language proficiency as measured by the CELDT.

· All ELs and Redesignated Fluent English Learners (RFEPs,) enrolled six (6) years or more, will be at or above the proficient level on the CST in English/Language Arts by spring 2011.

· All ELs and RFEPs, enrolled five (5) years or more, will be at or above the proficient level on the CST in mathematics by spring 2011.

· Each year, ELs will meet the Annual Yearly Progress (AYP) targets for proficiency in ELD, ELA, and Mathematics as measured by the CELDT and California Standards Tests.
Increases in Mathematics achievement will be accomplished by: Smaller Class Sizes, Focus on Essential Grade Level Mathematics Standards and Trimester Benchmark Tests, Extended Learning Time provided by In School and After School Intervention, and Implementation of the Saxon Math Program which includes shorter / more measurable instructional units, increased practice, higher quality manipulatives, and daily drill.   

Increases in Language Arts achievement will be accomplished by: Smaller Class Sizes, Focus on Essential Grade Level Language Arts Standards and Trimester Benchmark Tests, Re-implementation and Collaborative Analysis of Lions Club Unit Reading Assessments, Use of Systematic ELD Frontloading and GLAD Strategies for EL Learners, Differentiated Instruction, Extended Learning Time provided by In School and After School Intervention, and Increased Use of Classroom Technology such as LCD Projectors, Document Cameras, and Microphones. 

Increases in English Language Development will be accomplished through: The use of Systematic Instruction imbedded within Core Instruction and the Content Areas, use of the ADEPT Test twice each year to Differentiate Instruction, Project Based Learning, increased use of Classroom Technology such as LCD Projectors, Smartboards, Document Cameras and Microphones, Extended Learning Time through after school instruction, as well as extended Migrant Instructional and Cross Age Tutoring.
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
