The Pacific View Charter School (CS) has committed all reserve assets to funding the 2008-2009 and 2009-2010 deferrals up through January 2010. With the new round of deferrals the Charter will be left in a negative cash position and unable to meet its financial obligations by June of 2010. The Charter is requesting the waiver to provide the cash flow to meet our payroll and other financial obligations through the 2010-2011 FY.  
The Charter has worked closely with the Humboldt County Office of Education to  ensure positive cash flow. The Charter has also worked with Charter Schools Capital as a funding source to alleviate some of the cash issues. This is costing the Charter additional expenses. The impact is that there is a very distinct possibility that the Charter will not be able to meet its payroll in June and the two subsequent months.

       I have attached a cash flow projection worksheet indicating how close we will be in our cash 
       position. Pacific View CS has a contract with Charter Schools Capital to advance apportionments. 
      This has been what has kept us afloat.  However, this may not sustain us through June 30, 2010, if 
       they are unable to provide us with enough cash to maintain a positive balance or if we have an
       unexpected expense prior to June 30, 2010.
