         The governing board of a school district may establish one or more community day schools for pupils who meet one or more of the conditions described in subdivision (b) of Section 48662.   A community day school may serve pupils in any of kindergarten and grades 1 to 6, inclusive, or any of grades 7 to 12, inclusive, or the same or lesser included range of grades as may be found in any individual middle or junior high school operated by the district.   If a school district is organized as a district that serves kindergarten and grades 1 to 8, inclusive, but no higher grades, the governing board of the school district may establish a community day school for any [of] kindergarten and grades 1 to 8, inclusive, upon a two-thirds vote of the board.  The Palo Verde Unified School District is located in Blythe, a small rural town, school with abut 3500 students.  We presently have three elementary schools, a 7-8 middle school, one comprehensive high school, a continuation high school and a community day school.  We initially started the community day program with middle school students when our middle school configuration was grades 6-8.  After two years of the program we determined that some of the 8th grade students were not ready to re-enter and attend the comprehensive high school and need more time for improvement and also the high school had a need to place some 9th and 10th graders as an intervention to expulsion as they are too young for the continuation school.  Housing the high school students separately would not be economically feasible at this time because of lack of facilities, central services supplied to the students (such as food, supervision, time out space) and administrative support.  The entire program enrolls less than 40 students in 4 portable classrooms on an old continuation high school site.  The students arrive at the same time in the morning and leave at the same time in the afternoon but other than that they have no contact with other grade levels.  We host the 6-8 in two rooms and the high school students in a separate portable.  The break times, lunch time and PE are all separate.  We have a campus aide who supervises the students at all breaks during the day.  We have had no incidences the first semester of high school students with grade 6-8 students.  
The campus location is on the back side of an elementary schools PE field facing a street one block away from the elementary school.  The previous continuation school that was housed there had no issues with the elementary school students before, during or after school so we expect no difficulties with our present configuration of grades 6-10.   The entrances for the two schools are on different streets.
