	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve an additional two years of measurable and rigorous targets for the 20 performance indicators included in the 2005 State Performance Plan (SPP) for Part B of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA), as amended, as well as an update to Indicator 15 to describe the CDE’s general supervision and monitoring system, covering program year 2009–10. 

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


On December 2, 2005, an initial State Performance Plan (SPP) was submitted to the Office of Special Education Programs (OSEP) of the United States Department of Education, as approved by the State Board of Education (SBE) and the State Superintendent of Public Instruction. The OSEP also requires that each state submit an Annual Performance Report (APR) for Part B of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA), related to services for school-aged children with disabilities including preschoolers, that documents and discusses progress toward meeting the targets and benchmarks identified in the SPP as well as completion of improvement activities associated with specific compliance indicators.

In January 2010, the SBE approved amendments to the 2005 Part B SPP to address continuous changes in federal requirements. 

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES




The 2005 SPP, as amended, is a five-year document. The CDE was expecting to receive guidance from the OSEP relative to rewriting the plan to cover future years. However, in August 2010, the OSEP announced that, in the interim, states must append the SPP to include an additional two years of measurable and rigorous targets. This interim measure was taken, in part, due a delay in reauthorizing the IDEA.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


In conversations with OSEP, SED staff was given the direction that the February 1, 2011 submission must be in the SPP template. This requires CDE to add target information to the existing Consolidated SPP. States are not required to rewrite the content of the SPP which was previously approved by the SBE. Drafts of the new targets have been sent to the Improving Special Education Services (ISES) stakeholders and the Advisory Commission of Special Education (ACSE).
Due to insufficient notification provided by the OSEP to conduct a statewide reevaluation of expectations for the twelve performance indicators (Indicator 1, Graduation; Indicator 2, Dropout; Indicator 3, Statewide Assessment; Indicator 4A and 4B, Suspension/Expulsion; Indicator 5, Least Restrictive Environment; Indicator 6,  Preschool Least Restrictive Environment; Indicator 7, Preschool Assessment; Indicator 8, Parent Involvement; Indicator 14, Post-school; Indicator 15, General Supervision; Indicator 18, Hearing Requests; and Indicator 19, Mediation) new target values for this interim period have been selected to minimize the amount of increase for the 2010−11 and 2011−12 years. 
A more comprehensive reconsideration of performance indicators will be completed as required by the IDEA reauthorization. All other indicators are considered compliance indicators and carry a required value of either “not met” (0 percent) or “met” (100 percent).  
Updated Description of the Monitoring Processes (Indicator 15): The CDE had a verification visit from the OSEP September 27–29, 2010. As a part of the preparation, the CDE was asked to update the description of its general supervision system in Indicator 15 (General Supervision). This description has been placed in the Consolidated SPP draft for SBE approval.

The CDE is providing the SBE with the revised Consolidated SPP for approval (Attachment 1). In addition, a document outlining the changes made in the Consolidated SPP is presented (Attachment 2).

In December the SED will submit to the SBE an information item presenting the APR indicators for which we have calculations.

In January the SED will submit to the SBE the APR for Part B of the IDEA for approval for the February 1, 2011 submission to the OSEP.
