41378.  The Superintendent of Public Instruction, in computing

apportionments and allowances from the State School Fund for the

second principal apportionment, shall determine the following for the

kindergarten classes maintained by each school district maintaining

kindergarten classes.

Item # 7    

The district requests a waiver to increase the district-wide average number of pupils per each full time equivalent (FTE) teacher from the current 31 pupils per FTE (per EC 41378) to 33 pupils per FTE in kindergarten.  The current staffing average for kindergarten is 32.3

In light of the current statewide budget crisis and the reduced revenue to our district, the potential to increase class size allows us to lower expenditures by reducing staff or not replacing staff lost to attrition.  By allowing us to increase our kindergarten class size to 33 for the 09/10 fiscal year, we will not incur a penalty of $140,263.00. 

In school year 2008-2009, our district was operating under Class Size Reduction for all Kindergarten through 3rd Grade classes.  The ratio was 20 to 1.  We did not have any kindergarten classes that exceeded 33 students nor did we exceed the class size average limit of 31 students.  

In school year 2009-2010, our district eliminated Class Size Reduction for Kindergarten (20 to 1 ratio).  We had six (6) classes in three elementary schools that exceeded 33 students in the first two months of school.  They are:

Anna Hause Elementary had one Kindergarten class in first month of school year with 34 students.

Palm Elementary had one Kindergarten class in first month of school year with 34 students and one Kindergarten class in second month with 34 students.

Sundance Elementary had three Kindergarten classes in the first month with 34 students.

Also in 2009-2010, we had 16 out of 18 Kindergarten classes that had a class size average greater than 31.
