	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The State Board of Education (SBE) has approved several previous waiver requests to allow the collocation of a community day school (CDS) with another school when the CDS could not be located separately and the district has been able to provide for the separation of students from the other schools.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The Sacramento City Unified School District (USD) is requesting a waiver of California Education Code (EC) Section 48661(a), which provides that a CDS shall not be situated on the same site as other types of schools. The Sacramento City USD is seeking the SBE approval to permit the Success Academy, a CDS for students in kindergarten through grade eight, to operate on the same site with the Accelerated Academy, a satellite campus credit recovery program for students enrolled at the Hiram Johnson High School.
Education Code Section 48661(a)(1) authorizes a small school district with 2,500 or fewer students to waive the separation requirement based on an annual certification by at least two-thirds of the local board that separate alternative facilities are not available. This waiver, if approved, would provide the Sacramento City USD the same local determination option as a smaller district. 

For the last two years, the Success Academy, in accordance with a SBE waiver, was collocated on the same site as the Marian Anderson Therapeutic Center (serving

students in grades one through seven). However, for the 2010–11 school year, the Sacramento City USD, as part of a greater district wide relocation of specialized schools, has determined it would be better to locate the Success Academy with the Accelerated Academy on a large campus adjoining the district office. The Success Academy was also located at this “new” site, with a charter high school, during the 2005–06 school year. 

The two schools will be divided by a large walkway and common areas into two separate and distinct locations on the campus. Both the Success Academy and the Accelerated Academy have a full-time administrative and support staff. Campus monitors will ensure that students from each school are separated at all times. Arrival and departure are at separate times and locations to prevent intermingling of students. Each school has its own restrooms. Students from each school only use the gym at separate times. The Sacramento City USD believes that these measures will provide a very high level of safety. There have been no events of CDS students acting inappropriately toward non-CDS students or personnel in any of the previous Success Academy collocations. It is also notable that the CDS students are in elementary and middle grades, while the Accelerated Academy students are in high school.

The local school board voted unanimously to approve the waiver request. Both local bargaining units are in support. A special district level advisory committee, comprised of school district and community representatives, also unanimously approved the waiver request. The Sacramento City USD is requesting this waiver for the 2010–11 school year. The Department recommends approval of the waiver for the period requested, which will allow for re-evaluation before renewal is considered.
Because this is a general waiver, if the SBE decides to deny the waiver, it must cite one of the seven reasons in EC Section 33051(a).
