The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) take the following actions:
· Approve the Finding of Emergency;

· Adopt the proposed Emergency Regulations; and

· Direct the CDE to circulate the required notice of proposed emergency action, and then submit the Emergency Regulations to the Office of Administrative Law for approval.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


At the July 2010 meeting, the SBE directed the CDE, in consultation with the SBE staff and liaisons, to develop emergency and permanent regulations extending the date of implementation of alternative means to the California High School Exit Examination (CAHSEE) for eligible students with disabilities (SWDs) established in California Education Code (EC) Section 60852.2, from January 1, 2011, to July 1, 2012. 

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The CDE proposes amendments to the California Code of Regulations, Title 5, to extend the date of implementation of alternative means to the CAHSEE for eligible SWDs established in EC Section 60852.2(b), from January 1, 2011, to July 1, 2012.
	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


A separate agenda item is before the SBE which proposes identical regulations to be adopted as permanent (non-emergency) regulations.
