	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


Section 131(c)(1) of the Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Improvement Act of 2006 (Public Law 109-270) (Perkins Act) requires local educational agencies (LEAs) whose allocations are less than $15,000 to enter into a consortium with other LEAs for the purpose of meeting the $15,000 minimum grant requirement. Section 131(c)(2) of the Perkins Act permits states to waive the consortium agreement if the LEA is in a rural, sparsely populated area and is unable to join a consortium.

The State Board of Education (SBE) Waiver Policy #01-01: Carl D. Perkins Career and Technology Education Improvement Act: Consortium Requirement for Minimum Allocation available at http://www.cde.ca.gov/re/lr/wr/documents/perkinspolicyr.doc has criteria allowing a public charter school (as evidenced by an SBE issued charter number) operating Career Technical Education (CTE) and unable to join in a consortium to be granted a waiver.
The SBE has approved all waivers of this statute to date.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Located in Sacramento, Sacramento Academic and Vocational Academy (SAVA) is chartered through the California State Board of Education. SAVA has a total enrollment of 345 and an Academic Performance Index of 503 for 2009. SAVA is a public charter school (0878) operating a secondary school CTE program thus meeting one of the criteria established by the SBE Waiver Policy #01-01.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


The other criterion for qualifying for this waiver is demonstration that the LEA cannot form or join a consortium that handles the Perkins funds. The Perkins Act as reauthorized in 2006 changed the way in which consortia operate. Section 131(f)(2) requires funds allocated to a consortium to be used only for purposes and programs that are mutually beneficial to all members and that the funds may not be reallocated to individual members of the consortium. SAVA has been unable to find another LEA with compatible program needs willing to form a consortium for the purpose of receiving funding under the Perkins Act. 
The Department recommends approval of this waiver allowing SAVA to receive $7,351 that will be used to help improve the CTE programs in the school.
