	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) review and approve the CDE plan for oversight of student achievement plans (SAPs) submitted by Aspire Alexander Twilight College Preparatory Academy, Aspire Titan Academy, Aspire Vanguard College Preparatory Academy, Barack Obama Charter School, Edison Charter Academy, Everest Public High School, High Tech High School - Chula Vista, High Tech Middle School - North County, Micro-Enterprise Charter Academy, Ridgecrest Charter School, The School of Arts and Enterprise, and Western Sierra Collegiate Charter Academy and take other action as appropriate based on the failure of these schools to meet Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) and Academic Performance Index (API) growth targets.

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


Since 1992, 83 charter petition appeals have been submitted to the CDE for consideration. Of these 83 petitions, 21 were withdrawn before consideration by the SBE and 2 are currently being reviewed by the CDE and are scheduled for consideration by the SBE at the March 2011 meeting. Of the remaining 60 petitions, the SBE approved 41 petitions, 7 petitions were withdrawn by the petitioners prior to formal consideration by the SBE, the SBE denied 11 petitions, and the SBE did not take formal action on 1 petition. The 41 petitions approved by the SBE resulted in the authorization

of 29 charter schools, 3 statewide benefit charters that operate a total of 11 schools, and 9 all-charter districts.

Of the 40 charter schools that have been authorized by the SBE since 1992, 31 charter schools are currently operating under SBE oversight, and 10 charter schools are no longer under SBE oversight due to charter renewal at the local level of 4 schools, the abandonment of 4 schools, a nonrenewal by the SBE of 1 school, and the revocation by the SBE of 1 school.
One all-charter district was not renewed by the SBE, and 8 all-charter districts are currently operating under the joint authorization of the SBE and the State Superintendent of Public Instruction. The all-charter districts operate a total of 18 schools.
The SBE has delegated responsibility for ongoing oversight of the schools it authorizes to the CDE. The SBE received an update at its September 2010 meeting that included key demographic and academic performance information for all SBE-authorized charter schools. That update included a table, which is available on the CDE Web site at http://www.cde.ca.gov/be/ag/ag/yr10/agenda201009.asp, indicating which schools would be required to submit an SAP to the CDE. Attachment 1 of this item includes academic performance data from these schools.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


According to the terms of the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between the SBE and each school, any SBE-authorized school that fails to meet AYP or API growth targets must submit an SAP by October 1 of the year following the year in which the school failed to meet AYP or API. The MOU states the SAP must establish specific goals and actions the school will take to improve student academic achievement in those areas not meeting AYP or API performance criteria. The school must also identify how it will evaluate progress toward its goals and the data that will be collected to measure progress. 
As previously reported at the September 2010 SBE meeting, 12 SBE-authorized schools were required to submit an SAP based on 2010 AYP and API data. All 12 schools submitted SAPs that were reviewed by the CDE.


After review of the SAPs by the CDE, the CDE requested that some schools provide clarified or additional information. In addition, the CDE requested that these schools provide interim assessment data showing student progress on specified California academic standards across three consistent data points in the 2010–11 school year. 
Of the 12 schools that submitted an SAP, the following 7 schools were in their first year of operation in the 2009–10 school year: Aspire Alexander Twilight College Preparatory Academy, Aspire Titan Academy, Aspire Vanguard College Preparatory Academy, 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


Barack Obama Charter School, Everest Public High School, High Tech Middle School -  North County, and Western Sierra Collegiate Academy. Because these schools have only one year of data, they did not have API growth targets and were required to submit SAPs based on failure to meet one or more AYP criteria. The CDE recommends that the Charter Schools Division (CSD) monitor the progress of these schools and submit updates that include interim assessment data to the SBE at its March and May 2011 meetings.
The charter terms of two of the schools, The School of Arts and Enterprise (The SAE) and Edison Charter Academy, will expire at the end of the current school year. After local denial, The SAE submitted its renewal petition to the CDE. The SBE is scheduled to consider the petition from The SAE at its March 2011 meeting. The CDE has requested that The SAE submit a revised SAP that includes copies of standards-aligned benchmark assessments, clarification as to how collaborative staff planning and professional development are linked to targeted student achievement, and how its collaborative staff planning and professional development will be evaluated. After receipt of the revised plan, the CDE will update the SBE and provide a recommendation regarding future action.

Edison Charter Academy has not yet been considered by its local district for renewal, but if denied locally, must petition the SBE for renewal during the current school year. The CDE found the SAP from Edison Charter Academy to be comprehensive and recommends that the CSD include student progress toward the academic goals described in the SAP as part of any recommendation for renewal that may come before the SBE this year. 
Ridgecrest Charter School, High Tech High - Chula Vista, and  Micro-Enterprise Charter Academy submitted plans to the CDE that were comprehensive and included descriptions of internal assessments that will be used to monitor student achievement in targeted areas. The CDE recommends that the CSD monitor the academic progress of these three schools and provide an update to the SBE at its March 2011 meeting which includes information regarding the interim assessment data from these schools.
