48350.  This article shall be known, and may be cited, as the Open

Enrollment Act.

48351.  The purpose of this article is to improve pupil achievement,

in accordance with the regulations and guidelines for the federal

Race to the Top Fund, authorized under the federal American Recovery

and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (Public Law 111-5), and to enhance

parental choice in education by providing additional options to

pupils to enroll in public schools throughout the state without

regard to the residence of their parents.

48352.  For purposes of this article, the following definitions

apply:

   (a) "Low-achieving school" means any school identified by the

Superintendent pursuant to the following:

   (1) Excluding the schools, and taking into account the impact of

the criteria in paragraph (2), the Superintendent annually shall

create a list of 1,000 schools ranked by increasing API with the same

ratio of elementary, middle, and high schools as existed in decile 1

in the 2008-09 school year.

   (2) In constructing the list of 1,000 schools each year, the

Superintendent shall ensure each of the following:

   (A) A local educational agency shall not have more than 10 percent

of its schools on the list. However, if the number of schools in a

local educational agency is not evenly divisible by 10, the

Superintendent shall round up to the next whole number of schools.

   (B) Court, community, or community day schools shall not be

included on the list.

   (C) Charter schools shall not be included on the list.

   (b) "Parent" means the natural or adoptive parent or guardian of a

dependent child.

   (c) "School district of enrollment" means a school district other

than the school district in which the parent of a pupil resides, but

in which the parent of the pupil nevertheless intends to enroll the

pupil pursuant to this article.

   (d) "School district of residence" means a school district in

which the parent of a pupil resides and in which the pupil would

otherwise be required to enroll pursuant to Section 48200.

	7. Desired outcome/rationale. Describe briefly the circumstances that brought about the request and why the waiver is necessary to achieve improved student performance and/or streamline or facilitate local agency operations. If more space is needed, please attach additional pages.
Rio Vista Elementary School has made exceptional gains in academic achievement in recent years.  Current communications regarding the Open Enrollment Act have not been received well by school staff and the parent community.  Each of these stakeholder groups have recently communicated that they believe that Rio Vista is an exceptional place to learn and have requested, in public meetings, that the district move forward with the waiver request.    

In the past three years Rio Vista has improved the Academic Performance Index (API) from 726 to 786, for a total gain of 60 points.  The school currently performs only 14 points off of the state API target of 800.  Taking into account the current rate of growth, Rio Vista will surpass this target in the 2010-2011 school year.  With the implementation of targeted intervention systems and data driven instruction, students at Rio Vista continue to improve at an accelerated rate.  

Recently, the school has invested in intensive professional development efforts in the areas of “Building a Positive Culture” and “The Power of Collective Efficacy”.  These efforts have been damaged by recent publications and have left the staff and parents feeling that the hard work and improvements in academic achievement have gone unnoticed.  The school community supports continuous improvement and actively looks for ways to augment student learning.  There is a strong belief that student performance will continue to thrive in a positive environment.  This waiver is essential for Rio Vista Elementary School and we ask for your help to sustain their growth and improvement efforts.
Rio Vista Elementary School is not one of the state’s 1,000 lowest performing schools but appears on the lists due to the artificial 10% cap placed on districts.  We ask that you approve the waiver request to remove Rio Vista from the Open Enrollment List.
