	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Big Pine Unified School District is requesting a shared SSC for two small schools: Big Pine Elementary School (8.5 teachers serving 147 students in kindergarten through grade eight) and Big Pine High School (5 teachers serving 36 students in grades nine through twelve). The two schools share one assistant principal, a campus, and one main office. They are located in a rural area.
Charter Oak Unified School District is requesting a shared SSC for three small alternative schools: Arrow Continuation High School (5 teachers serving 80 students in grades nine through twelve), Bridges Community Day School (1 teacher serving 27 students in grades seven through twelve), and Oak Knoll Alternative School (4.8 teachers serving 105 students in kindergarten through grade twelve). The three schools share some instructional staff and they are housed on one campus in a suburban area.
Cotati-Rohnert Park Unified School District is requesting a shared SSC for two schools: John Reed Primary School (19 teachers serving 447 students in kindergarten through grade three) and Waldo Rohnert Intermediate School (10 teachers serving 295 students in grades four through six). The two schools serve as a single-attendance area with one principal and one Title I coordinator overseeing the school-based program at both sites. They share common administration, curriculum, and the community. Many families have children who attend both sites. They are located in a suburban area.
Glenn County Office of Education is requesting an SSC composition change for William Finch Charter School (11 teachers serving 123 students in kindergarten through grade twelve). William Finch is a home independent study program offering an alternative education option with onsite and distance learning courses. Students meet with teachers every two weeks. It is located in a rural area.
Gold Oak Union Elementary School District is requesting a shared SSC for two small schools: Pleasant Valley Middle School (6 teachers serving 134 students in grades six through eight) and Gold Oak Elementary School (13 teachers serving 304 students in kindergarten through grade five). The schools are 2.4 miles apart from each other in a rural area.

Golden Valley Unified School District is requesting a shared SSC for its Education Options Program which has five small alternative schools: Independence Continuation High School (7 teachers serving 17 students in grades ten through twelve), Centennial Independent Study School (1 teacher serving 19 students in grades one through twelve), Children’s Hospital of Central California (1 teacher serving 15 students in kindergarten through adult), Valley Teen Ranch Community Day School (1 teacher serving 28 students in grades seven through twelve), and Lincoln Community Day School (2 teachers serving 13 students in grades seven through twelve). These five schools share one administrator, most of the teachers, and professional development. They are located in a rural area.
Kernville Union Elementary School District is requesting a shared SSC for its only two small middle schools: Rio Vista Community Day School (1 teacher serving 12 students in grades five through eight) and Woodrow Wallace Middle School (12 teachers serving 325 students in grades five through eight). The two schools share a principal, a vice principal, a psychologist, and office support. They also share common curriculum, special education services, maintenance operation and transportation services, and professional learning communities. They are located on the same campus in a rural area.
Madera County Office of Education is requesting three shared SSCs for seven small schools: Challenger Elementary Community Day School (1 teacher serving 11 students in grades one through six) and Discovery Secondary School (1 teacher serving 10 students in grades seven through twelve); Apollo Elementary Community Day School (currently 0 teachers with 1 student being served by Enterprise in grades one through six), Enterprise Secondary School (5 teachers serving 81 students in grades six through twelve), and Endeavor/Voyager Juvenile Hall (4 teachers serving 51 students in grades seven through twelve); and Madera County Independent Academy (14 teachers serving 394 students in kindergarten through grade twelve) and Pioneer Technical Center (8 teachers serving 160 students in grades nine through twelve). Challenger Elementary Community Day and Discovery Secondary share a campus which is 15–20 miles from other schools in the district. Apollo Elementary Community Day, Enterprise Secondary, and Endeavor/Voyager Juvenile Hall share a principal and a campus. Madera County Independent Academy and Pioneer Technical Center are both charter schools. Most of these seven schools serve high-risk students and their enrollment fluctuates daily. They are located in a small city.
Marin County Office of Education is requesting a shared SSC for three small alternative schools: Marin County Community School (1 teacher serving 41 students in grades six through twelve), Marin County Juvenile Court School (1.9 teachers serving 13 students in grades seven through twelve), and Phoenix Academy (1 teacher serving 5 students in grades nine through twelve). These schools operate with common site administration, curriculum, and other services. In addition, students have the potential to move through all three programs. They are located in a suburban area.
Placer Union High School District is requesting an SSC composition change for Foresthill High School (13 teachers serving 232 students in grades nine through twelve). The school is located in a rural area.
Plumas County Office of Education is requesting a shared SSC for five small alternative schools, two of which are part of Plumas Unified School District: Plumas County Community School (1 teacher serving 6 students in grades seven through twelve), Plumas County Opportunity School (4 teachers serving 11 students in grades seven through nine), Portola Opportunity School (4 teachers serving 25 students in kindergarten through grade eight), Almanor Continuation High School (2 half-time teachers serving 7 students in grades nine through twelve), and Beckwourth (Jim) Continuation High School (2 half-time teachers serving 15 students in grades nine through twelve). All five schools are run by one administrator (Director of Alternative Education) and have multiple campuses. They are located in a rural area.
Rio Elementary School District is requesting an SSC composition change for Rio Vista 
Middle School (30 teachers serving 736 students in grades six through eight). The school is located in a small rural area.
Woodland Joint Unified School District is requesting an SSC composition change for Cache Creek Continuation High School (10 teachers serving 130–150 students in grades nine through twelve). Student enrollment fluctuates throughout the year. The school is located in a rural area, six to ten miles north of town off Interstate 5, which makes it difficult to share an SSC with another school. 
Woodland Joint Unified School District is requesting a shared SSC for two schools: Woodland Community Day School (1 teacher serving 10 students in grades three through five) and Dingle Elementary School (22 teachers serving 402 students in kindergarten through grade six). The two schools are located on the same campus in a rural area.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The CDE Waiver Office has previously presented requests from local educational agencies (LEAs) to waive some of the SSC requirements in EC 52863 or to allow one shared schoolsite council for multiple schools. All of these requests have been granted with conditions. The conditions take into consideration the rationale provided by the LEAs, a majority of which are due to the size, type, location, or other capacities of the schools.
