· Parents, community partners, pupils, and school staff have actively engaged in the development of The Barack Obama Charter School (BOCS) LCAP.

· Staff were invited to discuss budget priorities that are aligned with the school’s goals. The staff brainstormed spending priorities and voted via a budget priority.
